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Introduction

User Case Name

Create a Quarterly Scheduling Message

Brief Description

This use case covers the generation of a file containing the authorized scheduling periods for alterations and visits for the next quarter.  The TYCOM will download the file to format/edit it before transmission on an official Naval message.

Flow of Events

Basic Flow

The user logs into the system and selects the Scheduling Message option.

See system use case “NDE Security”

The user has the option to preview or create a final Quarter Scheduling Message file.

The system will automatically default to the message to the upcoming quarter.

For  the LANT message the user may enter a start and end date to specify the message date range.  If not date range is identified the system will default to the upcoming quarter.

If the user selects the option to preview a new Quarterly Scheduling Message

UC18.4 When previewing a message file the system will compile a list of applicable scheduling periods based on the selected ocean, the date range and the allowed alterations/visits for the quarter. The system will format the information for review on the screen. The information displayed on the screen will have the exact content and format as a message file created using the same criteria.  The user can download this information to a file for additional review..

If the user selects the option to create a new final Quarterly Scheduling Message

UC18.5 The system will only keep one version of the message file for a specific quarter. If the user repeats the generation of the message the system will overwrite the previous version.  

UC18.6 The system will compile a list of allowed scheduling periods based on the selected ocean and the date range (optional).

UC18.7 When the option to generate a final message file is selected the system will fill the Message Fiscal Year/Quarter fields with next quarter’s dates for all alteration and visit scheduling periods. 

UC18.8 If the user regenerates a final message file the system will clear the Message Fiscal Year/Quarter fields for scheduling periods having the next quarter’s dates.  The system will then re-assign the Message Fiscal Year/Quarter fields with next quarter’s dates for all alterations and visits shown as having gone out on the final message.. 

UC18.9 The system will format the information and allow the user to download the message file to a local directory 

Alternative Flow

Scheduling Period Authorization Criteria

UC18.10 In order for a scheduling period to appear on a Quarterly Scheduling Message file it must have;

· The Alteration Status must be “Active”,
· Ship Status must be Active Fleet, Active Coast Guard, New Construction , or Naval Reserve Force,
· The Applicability Source Name must be one of the following: AIPS, FMPMIS_UPD, or SPAWAR_UPD,
· exclude all ship classes where the class starts with “SS”,
· the ship must carry the same ocean as the message,.
· the applicability must have a NAVSEA Approval of 'Waived' or 'Approved' without a TYCOM Override = “No” or have the NAVSEA Approval of 'Disapproved’ or ‘Not Reviewed’ but with a TYCOM Override = “Yes”,

· the scheduling period must have gone through the Quarterly Scheduling Conference review process 

· the Accomplishment Status must be either  'UNACCOMPLISHED' or 'PROOF IN', 

· for LANT ships only FMAV, IMAV, INPORT, RAV, TAV, and UPKEEP periods will be used in the scheduling message,

· for PAC ships only IMAV, INPORT, SRA, and UPKEEP periods will be used in the scheduling message,
· the scheduling period’s start date and end date  must be in the next quarter,

·  the scheduling period’s start and end dates must be outside a CNO availability, except for PAC ships homeported in SASEBO and YOKO.

Ignoring Cancelled Availabilities

UC18.11 The system will not consider availabilities still in the system that have been cancelled (obsolete flag = 1). 

Special Requirements

· ATLANTIC

· All Mine Warfare vessels will appear on the LANT message no matter what the ocean is
· Mine Warfare Ships (MCM, MHC, MSC) will include the Availability Type of  TAV

· Alteration and Visit Accomplishment Start and End Date must be equal to or within one of the Availability Start and End Date ranges for FMAV, IMAV, INPORT, RAV or UPKEEP 

· For Mine Warfare Ships the Alteration and Visit Accomplishment Start and End Date must be equal to or within one of the Availability Start and End Date ranges for RAV or TAV,

· For Machinery (MA) and Service Craft (SC Alterations the Accomplishment Start and/or End Date must be within the quarter of the Scheduling Message,

· For Visits with a System Program of “CSOSS” and “C5RA” the Accomplishment Start and/or End Date must be within the quarter of the Scheduling Message, but does not have to match with the ship availability dates (FMAV, IMAV, INPORT, UPKEEP, RAV, and/or TAV),

· For scheduled Visits with a System Program of “CSOSS” and “C5RA” and the ship does not have an availability (FMAV, IMAV, INPORT, UPKEEP, RAV, and/or TAV) add the ship and visit to the Scheduling Message.

· For alterations scheduled in an availability (FMAV, IMAV, INPORT, UPKEEP, RAV, and/or TAV) which falls within TCD-GRP, the alteration must have the ‘TCD Waiver’ flag set to “Yes”  for the alteration to be added to the Scheduling Message.

PACIFIC

· COMLOGWESPAC ships will include the Availability Type of “ SRA”

· UC18.12 Include accomplishments for COMLOGWESPAC ships that have a start date greater than or equal to the start date of the next quarter but less than or equal to the end date of the quarter after next.  If the accomplishments are given only FY/Qtr dates then include accomplishments that are scheduled in the next quarter and the quarter after next.
