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1. UC15Accomplish a Period  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the entering of completion information for scheduling periods associated to an applicability.  UC1.1 The system will maintain a Completion Date for each period. 

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
The user then selects one or more periods based on some filter criteria and may add or modify the completion date, actual man-hours and period status.

See system use case “Adhoc Filtering”
If the user adds a completion date, actual man-hours, final status, or End-of-Install (EOI) information for the period.

See alternative “Visit Completion Data Entry Requirements”

See alternative “Alteration Completion Data Entry Requirements”

See alternative “Completing a Removal Alteration for a Crossdeck, Temporary or Prototype Alteration”

See alternative “Entering End-Of-Install Information” 

See alternative “Completing an Unscheduled Period”

UC1.2 If the user changes the period status to either “Done in Production” or “Accomplished” then the system will require a completion date to be entered.  If the user enters a completion date without changing the period status to final state then the system will default it to "Accomplished". 

See exception “Completing a Phase”

See system use case “Maintain Status History” 

UC1.3 The system will require that the Completion Date be less than or equal to the current system date 

UC1.4 After the Completion Date is entered by the user, the system will clear all scheduling dates for the period 

UC1.5 If all the periods are accomplished and the sum of the quantity(ies) equal the applicability quantity then the system will set the Site Completion Flag to “Yes”. 

UC1.6 When the system sets the Site Completion Flags to Yes, the system will automatically check the other applicabilities for the alteration to see if their Site Completion Flags are also set to “Yes”.  If all applicabilities are accomplished then the system will update the Alteration Status to “Complete” and default the Alteration Status Date to the system date. 

If the user modifies a actual man-hours, period remarks or EOI information for a period

UC1.7 The user can enter actual man-hours, period remarks or EOI information for a period even after the applicability is complete (site completion flag =”Yes”). 

UC1.8 Only the System Administrator can modify the status or completion date of an accomplished period.  If the status is modified from “In Production” or “Accomplished” to an active status then the system will clear the Completion Date and check that the Site Completion flag is “No”.

1.2.2 Alternative Flows
1.2.2.1 Visit Completion Data Entry Requirements

Allowed “Final State” Status
Completion Date
Actual Man-hours

“Accomplished” 
Required

Date must be less than or equal to the current system date.
 System defaults the field to the Estimated Manhours quantity.

1.2.2.2 Alteration Completion Data Entry Requirements

The system will check the alteration accomplishment information to enforce the following requirements:

*Completion Date
Allowed “Final State” Status
Actual Man-hours

Required to accomplish a period

Date must be less than or equal to the current system date.
“Proof In” or 

“In Production” 
When the Completion Date is entered the system will calculate the Actual Manhours by multiplying the period quantity with the Estimated Manhours (if present).

Required to accomplish a period

Date must be less than or equal to the current system date.

UC1.9 If a completion date is entered and status is “Unaccomplished” then system will set the status to “Accomplished”. 
“Accomplished” 
 When the Completion Date is entered the system will calculate the Actual Manhours by multiplying the period quantity with the Estimated Manhours (if present).

1.2.2.3 Completing a Phase

UC1.10 If the period is a phase period and is not the last period in a string of phase periods then the system will not require the completion date to be entered.  Only the last phase period a string of unaccomplished phase periods will require a completion date to be entered in order for the phase to be considered accomplished. 

UC1.11 When a completion date is entered for the last period in a string of unaccomplished phase periods the system will delete all the phases in the string of unaccomplished phase periods except for the last one while leaving the phase indicator set to "Yes" and not modifiable. 

1.2.2.4 Completing a Removal Alteration for a Crossdeck, Temporary, or Prototype Alteration

UC1.12 When an alteration Removal (RMV) has been completed for an applicability, the system will locate its corresponding Crossdeck, Temporary, or Prototype alteration and automatically delete the corresponding applicability. 

1.2.2.5 Entering End-of-Install Information

UC1.13 The user can enter an End-of-Install document serial number and document date for a period  without regard to the presence of a completion date, period quantity or period status. 

1.2.2.6 Completing an Unscheduled Period

UC1.14 The system will only require the entry of the completion date by the user in order to record the completion of an unscheduled period.

.UC1.15 The system will required at least one period be present before completion information can be added to an applicability. 
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
