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1. UC3 Add a Kit Shipment 

1.1 Brief Description

The Planning, Scheduling and Accomplishing Activities perform this use case to record the release of a shipment containing one or kits.   The use case starts when a user selects the option to record a kit shipment.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user selects the option to add shipment or add/receipt a shipment, add shipment from request or add shipment from a shipment.

If adding a shipment from a request then 

see alternative “Add Shipment from a Request”

If adding a request form a shipment then 

see alternative “Add Shipment from a Shipment”

If adding a new shipment from scratch then

The user selects the shipping activity.    

See alternative “Activity Filtering”

Note:  only one shipper can be specified for each shipment.

The user selects an Alteration identifier for the kit being requested and then enters the kit quantity and Requisition Number/Transportation Control Number (TCN) [optional].   

See alternative “Alteration Filtering”

Note:  The TCN is derived from a requisition number.

The user then selects the destination for the kit shipment.  

See alternative “Activity Filtering”

Note: only one destination can be specified for each shipment.

The user has the option of adding more alteration kits (shipment items) to the shipment, or confirms the whole shipment (all shipment items) prior to recording it.

After a visual confirmation of the shipment items, the user enters a Shipping document number or GBL (optional), and the shipped date (the system defaults the value to today’s date) prior to clicking the “Record Shipment” button.

See alternative “Add/Receipt Shipment”

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Activity Filtering

The system will allow the user to filter the shipper and destination lists.  

The filter criteria for the shipper and destination will be on the following fields: activity name, city (1 or more), state (1 or more), country (1 or more), UIC, and activity status (for government or commercial activity).  

1.2.2.2 Alteration Filtering

The system will allow the user to filter the alteration list.  

For filter criteria for the alteration will be on the following fields: Alteration Type  (1 or more), Alteration Number, Write Users   (1 or more)  - this will be the "owner" POCs for the alteration, System Program   (1 or more), PAC Tech Code (1 or more),  LANT Tech Code (1 or more), and /or Accomplishing Activity (1 or more).

1.2.2.3 Add Shipment from a Request

When the user wants to use an existing request to create a new shipment, the system will present the user with a list of (their) past requests.  The user selects the request and then selects the applicable request items (shipper-alteration-quantity-destination) to be added to the shipment.  The user has the ability to update the quantity values prior accepting the shipment item. 

If the user wants to add another shipment item not on the request the system takes the user into the basic add shipment flow.

After a visual confirmation of the shipment items, the user enters a Shipping document number or GBL (optional), and the shipped date (the system defaults the value to today’s date) prior to clicking the “Record Shipment” button. 

1.2.2.4 Add Shipment from a Shipment

When the user wants to use an existing shipment to create a new shipment, the system will present the user with a list of  past shipments (incoming/out-going).  The user selects the shipment and then selects the applicable shipment items (shipper-alteration-quantity-destination) to be added to the new shipment.  The user has the ability to update the quantity values prior accepting the shipment item. 

If the user wants to add another shipment item not on the existing shipment the system takes the user into the basic add shipment flow.

After a visual confirmation of the shipment items, the user enters a Shipping document number or GBL (optional), and the shipped date (the system defaults the value to today’s date) prior to clicking the “Record Shipment” button. 

1.2.2.5 Add/Receipt Shipment

If the user selected the option to add a receipted shipment then the user must enter the warehouse location/ warehouse activity and click on the “Record/Receipt” button.

The system then updates the shipment status to receipted, and increments the warehouse’s in-storage quantity. 

1.2.2.6 Reject Shipment Item

During the review process, the user has the ability to reject one, some or all the shipment items.
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
