Use Case Specification: Add a Ship Alteration Record (SAR)

1. UC5 Add a SAR  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the entering of SAR information and any system behavior the information elicits. 

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logins into the system 

See system use case “NDE Security”
UC5.1 The user selects one or more alterations based on some filter criteria and may add or modify the associated SAR information. 

See system use case “Filtering using Adhoc”
If adding SAR information then

The user then enters/selects the SAR status and SAR date and applies it against the selected SA alterations.

UC5.2 If a SAR Status is entered, the system will require a SAR Status Date also be entered.  Conversely, if the SAR status date is entered the system will require a SAR status to be entered 
UC5.3 The system will ensure that no more than one set of SAR information will exist for a given alteration.

1.2.2.2 Filtering SARs 

The system will allow the user to filter SAR information by Alterations with SARs, Alterations without SARs, one or more Type(s) and/or Alteration Status.

The system will provide the user the capability to sort information by Type, Identifier and/or Alteration Status.

1.3 Pre-Conditions

1.3.1 Must be a Ship Alteration (SA) or Advanced Engineering Request (AER) Alteration Type

UC5.4 The system will only allow SAR information to be maintained for alteration types of SA or AER. 

1.3.2 The Alteration Must Already Exist

UC5.5 The SAR information cannot be created for an alteration until after the alteration has been added to the system. 

1.3.3 Alteration must be “Owned” by AIPS

UC5.6 If an alteration has been added/updated by FMPMIS (source = FMPMIS ADD, FMPMIS_UPD) the system will not allow the AIPS user to add SAR information. 

1.3.4 Alteration cannot have been Completed or Cancelled

UC5.7 The system will not allow SAR information to be added or modified if the alteration has the alteration status of either “Complete” or “Cancelled”. 
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
