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1. UC8 Add an Applicability  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case defines the requirements for establishing the applicability to an alteration or visit.   Applicability is maintained against US Navy vessels, Coast Guard cutters, US shore sites, and foreign ships.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

The system presents a list of alterations/visit based on some filter criteria and user selects an alterations or visits.

UC8.1 The user can add applicabilities by selecting a single ship/site, multiple sites, and multiple ships (with or without regard to the same class).

If an applicability is added to an alteration the system will perform the following steps: 

· UC8.2 The system will set the NAVSEA Approval to a default value based on the alteration type when adding an applicability.

· UC8.3 The system will require the user to enter a applicability quantity greater than zero for all alteration types other than PAs, SAs, AERs, or PRTs.

UC8.4 The system will set the applicability quantity to one when adding an applicability for all PAs, SAs, AERs, & PRTs, and the field is not modifiable.  

· UC8.5 When an applicability is added to an alteration the system will set the Incurred Cost and Fleet Incurred Cost to zero. 

· UC8.6 When an applicability is added to an alteration the system will set the Site Completion Flag will be defaulted to “No” 

UC8.7 The system will require the user enter either Man-hours or Days on Ship for all alterations, and it must have a value greater than zero.

UC8.8 The system will calculate and display Total Estimated Man-hours (applicability quantity  * Estimated Man-hours) if Estimated Man-hours are entered (i.e., greater than Zero). 

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Filtering Shore Sites

UC8.9 The system will allow the user to filter/sort on the following fields:

· *Site name

· City

· State 

· Organization group type

· Organization type

1.2.2.2 Display Shore Sites

UC8.10 The system will display the following summary information for a shore site:

· Site Name

· City

· State

· Organizational Group Type 

1.2.2.3 Filtering Ships 

UC8.11 The system will allow the user to filter/sort Ships on the following fields:

· Ship name

· Ship (Ship Class Type + Ship Hull Number) 

· Ship Class (Ship Class Type + Ship Class Type Hull Number)

· Squadron

· TYCOM

· Battle Force

· Ocean

· Homeport

1.2.2.4  Display Ships

UC8.12 The system will display the following summary information for a ship:

· Ship  (Ship Class Type + Ship Hull Number)

· Ship Class  (Ship Class Type + Ship Class Type Hull Number)

· Ship Name

· Ocean

· Homeport 

1.2.2.5 Applicability Information For Visits

UC8.13 Copy of ...  NAVSEA approvals don’t apply to visits  

UC8.14 The system will display the days-on-ship or estimated man-hours for applicabilites against visits. 
1.2.2.6 Setting Visit Quantity

UC8.15 The applicability quantity should not be displayed for Visits but since this field is used for a standard calculation of actual man-hours when recording completion information the system will default the quantity to one.  

1.2.2.7 Record NAVSEA Approval Status

UC8.16 When the user adds an applicability then the system will record the NAVSEA Approval status, date and the user identifier into the Status History file while citing the reason “Applicability Added”.

1.2.2.8 Add Applicability to a Completed Alteration

UC8.17 If applicability is added and the Alteration Status is Complete, the system will automatically update the Alteration Status to Active, and update the Alteration Status Date to the system date.  The system will also automatically update the corresponding Site Completion Flag to No.  

1.2.2.9 Adding Duplicate Applicabilities

UC8.18 A single ship or shore site can be linked to an alteration/visit only once.  If a user attempts to add a duplicate applicability the system will prompt the user to verify a change in applicability quantity. 

1.2.2.10 Adding Applicabilities to Temporary Alteration Types

UC8.19 If applicability is added against a XDK, TMP or PRT, the system will automatically create a corresponding RMV applicability.  The system will automatically set the RMV’s applicability quantity equal to corresponding applicability quantity.

1.2.2.11 Checking for Correct Ship Class Type

UC8.20 The system will not allow shore sites to be assigned to alteration types in which the Ship Class Type is part of the primary key.  Also only ships matching the Ship Class Type of the alteration can be assigned. 

1.3 Special Requirements

USBL13 Display and/or validation for the following fields must limited to the allowed values identified for the application:

· Alteration Type,

· Alteration Status,

· Site Status,

· Ship Class,

· Squadron,

· Homeport,

· Country Code,

· Availability Type 

1.4 Pre-Conditions

1.4.1 Cannot be a Cancelled Alteration/Visit

UC8.21 The system will not allow an applicability to added to a alteration/visit with a status of “Cancelled”. 

1.4.2 Cannot be an RMV Alteration Type

UC8.22 The system will not allow the user to add an applicability to an RMV alteration. 
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
