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1. UC12 Adjust Kit Inventory  

1.1 Brief Description

The Planner, Scheduling/Accomplishing Activities, or the Warehouse personnel can perform this use case.  This use case allows the users to adjust the in-storage quantities for kits in a warehouse inventory.  The reasons for adjustments include lost, found, damaged or incomplete kits. 

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

This use case starts when the user identifies (or is notified about) deficiencies or increases in the expected kit inventory for a warehouse. 

The user logins and selects the alteration with the kit discrepancy.

The user then selects the warehouse location/warehouse activity in which the discrepancy is located and enters the increment/decrement quantity.

The user then enters the reason for the action in the Remarks block.  

After the user records the adjustment the system increments/decrements the in-storage kit quantity for the alteration at the warehouse location/warehouse activity.

1.2.2 Alternative Flow 

1.2.2.1 Installed Kits

If the Accomplishing Activity completes an installation of an alteration/kit, the user will select the option record the completion of an install.

The user identifies the accomplishment for an applicability (alteration-ship) and enters the accomplishment completion date and quantity installed.

If an FTSC is the accomplishing activity then the system will request the user to select one or more warehouse location/activity and the quantity of kits taken from their inventories. 

1.2.2.2 Installed Kits - Pending

If the warehouse location/activity and related quantity fields are missing (or incorrect) for an accomplishment then the user can review and update these fields.
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
