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1. UC13 Administrative Data Clean-up  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the entering and changing of fields which have been locked to other users based on some business rules.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

UC13.1 The administrator can modify the completion date for a completed accomplishment/phase. 

 UC13.2 If the administrator deletes a completion date for a completed accomplishment/phase the system will perform the following steps:

· Change the Site Completion Flag to “No” if it was “Y”.

· Change the Alteration/Visit Status to “Active” if it was “Complete” 

The administrator can add, modify, or delete the accomplishing activities assigned to an installation (applicability).

If the administrator changes the Tier 1 or Tier 2 accomplishing activities for an installation then 

1.2.2 Alternative Flows
