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1. UC14 Applying Alteration Waived Status  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case encompasses the comparison of scheduling dates for applicabilities of an alteration against a related NAVSEA waiver (or waiver extension) expiration date.  This comparison is performed when either a new waiver is added or modified or when periods/scheduling dates for an applicability is added, changed or removed. 

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

When a new waiver/waiver extension is added or the waiver expiration date is change for an existing waiver/waiver extension
UC14.1 If a new waiver/waiver extension is added or the expiration date is change for an existing waiver/waiver extension the system will check to see if the waiver expiration date is later than all existing waiver/waiver extensions (if any) against that alteration.  If true then the system will change the NAVSEA approval to “Waived “ for all related applicabilities that have a NAVSEA approval status of  “Not Reviewed “ and whose earliest schedule start date is equal to or earlier than the new waiver expiration date.

See system Use Case “Record Status History”

When a waiver or waiver extension is deleted 

UC14.2 If a waiver or waiver extension is deleted then the system will find the latest expiration date from all the existing waivers/waiver extensions (at least one) against that alteration.  The system will then reset the NAVSEA Approval status for all applicabilities for the alteration no longer cover by a waiver..

UC14.3 If the user deletes all NAVSEA Approval document information for an alteration, the system will automatically modify the corresponding NAVSEA Approvals to “Not Reviewed”. 

When periods and/or scheduling dates are added, changed or removed for an applicability the system will perform the following steps:

 UC14.4 The system will check to see if the earliest Accomplishment Start Date for all the periods is earlier than or the same as a Waiver Expiration Date

If true then the system will set the NAVSEA Approval to “Waived”

Else if the NAVSEA Waiver was “Waived” then the system will set it to “Not Reviewed”.

1.2.2 Alternative Flow

1.2.2.1  Resetting Applicabilities from Waived Status

UC14.5 The system will change the NAVSEA approval to “Not Reviewed “ for all related applicabilities that have a NAVSEA approval status of "Waived" and whose earliest schedule start date is later than the latest waiver expiration date.

1.2.2.2 Waivers against FY/Qtr Dates

UC14.6 When comparing expiration dates and schedule dates where the applicability only has FY/Qtr dates the system will compare the applicability’s earliest FY/Qtr date against the first FY/Qtr (going back in time) fully covered by the latest waiver expiration date.     

1.3 Pre-Conditions

1.3.1 NAVSEA Waivers do not apply SA, AA, AER

UC14.7 Copy of ...  NAVSEA waivers do not apply to Ship Alteration (SA), Advance Alteration (AA), and Advanced Engineering Request alteration types.  
1.3.2 NAVSEA Waivers do not apply to Visits

UC14.8 Copy of ...  NAVSEA waivers do not apply to visits  

1.3.3 No Updates to Accomplished or In-Progress Periods for An Applicability

UC14.9 The system will not change a NAVSEA Approval for an applicability if any of its periods whose start date is earlier than the current date or has been accomplished (with a completion date). 
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
