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1. UC16 Configure PAC Scheduling Message 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case is called when formatting the information for a SURFPAC quarterly scheduling message.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow

The system takes the allowed scheduling periods and groups them into regions using the ship Homeport assignment.

The system will combine and format the regionalized scheduling periods with availability information for the ships in the region.

1.2.2 Alternative Flows 

1.2.2.1 Grouping PAC’s Ships by Region

UC16.1 The final quarterly scheduling message for PAC will be separated into six sections: 

· All PAC ships without regard to region or Ship Class

· RMC San Diego  (ships with homeports of 'SD', 'LBECH', 'CORON' excluding CV, CVN or AGSS ship class types) 

· PACNORWEST  (ships with homeports of 'BREM','EVRT','CONCD','ALAM','SEATL' excluding CV, CVN or AGSS ship class types)

· COMNAVSURFGRU MidPac  (ships with homeports of ('PEARL','HONO') excluding CV, CVN or AGSS ship class types)

· COMLOGWESTPAC  (ships with homeports of ('SASBO','YOKO','YOKOSU',‘SINGP’) excluding CV, CVN or AGSS ship class types)

· OTHER   (all other ships, including CV, CVN and AGSS ship class types, not included in the above mentioned homeports)

Note: Do not include ship types of WMEC, WHEC (coast guard) or 'SSN', 'SS', 'SSBN' (submarines) in any PAC report

Label Line

Line contains: “THE FOLLOWING IS PROPOSED FOR FY - ”, FY date (2 char), space (1), “Q - ”, Qtr date (1 char)

Note: The proposed label line is only displayed if the date range for the message includes more than 1 quarter.  If no alterations or visits exist for that quarter then the system will append the above line with “: NONE”.

1.2.2.3 Filtering PAC Availability Types

UC16.3 For those ships which have scheduling periods included on the message file the system will select their availabilities based on the FY/Qtr dates (and FY/Qtr range) entered by the user. 

For PAC ships (which excludes COMLOGWESTPAC and WMEC or WHEC ships)

The system will use availability types of 'IMAV' and 'UPK' where the availability’s start date is less than the end date of the next quarter and whose availability’s end date is greater than the start date of the next quarter. 

For COMLOGWESTPAC

Include availability types of 'IMAV', 'UPK', 'SRA', 'DSRA', 'ESRA', 'PMA' and 'RAV' where the availability’s start date is less than the end date of the next quarter and whose availability’s end date is greater than the start date of the next quarter.

1.2.2.4 Ignoring Cancelled Availabilities

UC16.4 The system will not display any availability still in the system that has been cancelled (obsolete flag = 1). 

1.2.2.5 Displaying Lead Accomplishing Activity

UC16.5 The system will identify the First Tier Accomp1ishing Activity and display the abbreviated name for the activity. 
1.2.2.6 Calculate Scheduling Period Man-days

UC16.6 The man-days displayed in this column are calculated values based on:

· the installation day quantity (provided by the installer), 

· or the estimated man-hour quantity (provided by the ISEA) and planned quantity

· or the scheduling period start and end dates

Check for a value in the installation day quantity first

if installation day quantity = 0 or NULL 

then use the (estimated manhour quantity * planned quantity) divided by 8 (wkhrs/per day)

if estimated manhour quantity = 0 

then use number of days between scheduling period start and end dates minus weekends.

if both the estimated man-hour quantity and the scheduling period start and end dates have values then use the one with the smallest calculate man-day value.
