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1. Create a Scheduling Conference Re port 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case identifies the report generation requirements for a custom or an official Scheduling Conference Report. 

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
The user selects the option to generate a Scheduling Conference Report (by ocean).

See alternative “Generating an Official Quarterly Scheduling Conference Report”

The user identifies the scheduling conference report's scope of the selection (current quarter forward or current quarter + one) and then identifies how the report will be grouped: 

by Ship Class, 

by Battle Force 

or by  Ship.  

If grouped by Ship Class the user will be able to select and/or prioritize Ship Classes. The secondary sort will be by Ship Class Type + Ship Hull N umber. 

See alternative “Printing Remaining Ships”

If grouped by Battle Force the system will present the information in two categories; those ships within a Battle Force (in the next quarter) and those ships not tied to a Battle Force.  The secondary sort will be by Ship Class Type + Ship Hull N umber. 

See alternative “Printing Remaining Ships”

 If grouped by Ship then the system will sort by Ship Class Type + Ship Hull N umber. 

The user can exclude ship schedule period types from being displayed in the r eport. 

The system uses a standard format for creating the header (ship and ship schedule) information, column labels and applicable alteration/visit information.

Once the report has been generated a user may view, delete or download the  report .

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Generating an Official Quarterly Scheduling Conference Report

The system must be in a Conference Phase for that Ocean in order for the option to generate the “official” report to be available. 

In addition to the standard grouping format criteria the system will only consider accomplishments that have been identified as "candidates" for the scheduling conference.

The system will also will create another report appending the standard criteria with an expanded criteria. This is not available when the system is in the normal p hase. .

Once an “Official” report has been generated the system will retain the report in the system where only an authorized users may del ete it. 

1.2.2.2 Printing Remaining Ships

The system will give the user the option to print the ships not included in the selected Ship Class types.  The remainder of the ship will be sorted by Ship Class Type + Ship Hull  Number.  

1.2.2.3 Header Information Format

The header information for the Quarterly Scheduling Conference Report will contain the following information about the ship (by line): 

1. Ship, Battle Force, Operational Group (Op Group Name + YR + Op Group Type ), Homeport (next quarter)
2. Ship Name, Squadron (next quarter), DECOM Date (Found, if  within 2 yrs then mm/yy format, else “*”), 

3. Inspections [Ship Periods](current quarter + one, sort by date), Overhauls (>current date, < 2 yrs, sort by date), TYCOM (current quarter + one, sort by date), and TCD/POM (current quarter + one, sort by  date).

1.2.2.4 Ignoring Cancelled Availabilities

The system will not consider availabilities still in the system that has been cancelled (obsolete flag  = 1). 

1.2.2.5 Column Label Names

The system will use the following label names for the columns:

CJ (in a single space column on two rows),

1.2.2.6 Accomplishment Grouping Format (Standard)

The system will sort each accomplishment group by alteration identifier with a secondary sort by Accomplishment Schedule Dates and then by its internal sequence  number. 

The system will group and filter the alteration/visit accomplishments based on the following criteria:

FTSC 

· “Active” alterations

· With Certification Status of “Certified” or Null (for AER, PA, PRT, RME, RMV, SA, SC, SPE, TMP, and XDK) 

· Applicability without NAVSEA Approval status of “Waived”

· Only accomplishments whose status is “Unaccomplished” 

· Only accomplishments which have a First Tier accomplishing activity of FTSC

· Scheduled for the current Quarter or the next

Other AIT

· “Active” alterations

· With Certification Status of “Certified” or Null (for AER, PA, PRT, RME, RMV, SA, SC, SPE, TMP, and XDK)  

· Applicability without NAVSEA Approval status of “Waived”

· Only accomplishments whose status is “Unaccomplished” 

· Only accomplishments that have a First Tier accomplishing activity other than an FTSC

· Scheduled for the current Quarter or the next

Visit

· Visits only

· Note: Visits have no NAVSEA Approval

· Accomplishments status is “Unaccomplished”.

· Scheduled for the current Quarter or the next

Waived

· “Active” alterations

· Applicabilities with the NAVSEA Approval of 'Waived' 

· Scheduled for the current Quarter or the next

Proof-In

· “Active” alterations

· Accomplishments that have a status of “Proof-In”

· Scheduled for the current Quarter or the next

Under Prep

· “Active” alterations 

· Certification Status of “Under Prep”

· Applicabilities without a NAVSEA Approval status of “Waived”

· Scheduled for the current Quarter or the next

Tech Hold

· “Tech Hold” alterations

Deferred

· “Active” alterations

· Applicabilities without the NAVSEA Approval of 'Waived' 

· Accomplishments that have a status of “De ferred” 
1.2.2.7 Accomplishment Grouping Format (Expanded)

The expanded groupings will use the following format:

1.2.2.8 Alteration/Visit Accomplishment Format

Alteration/visit information for a ship will be seen as a single line on a summary list.  The information will be printed in the sequence and format identified below: 

· FTSC Code (4 char) + 1 char,

(If LANT ship show FTSC Lant Tech Code. If PAC ship show FTSC Pac Tech Code)

· System/Equipment Type (5 char),

· Blank or * (1 char) 

(If a conjunctive alteration is present show “*”)

· Identifier (Trim to 44 char) + 1 char,

· Brief  (30 char) + 1 char,

· Safety Indicator (2 char) + 1 char,   

(Show a value only if it is “Y”)

· Quantity to be Installed (2 char) + 1 char,

(right justified)

(Use Accomplishment Quantity and if it's zero show a quantity of one)

· Total Man-hours (5 char) + 1 char,

(right justified)

(Estimated mhrs * accomplishment qty, if mhrs blank then [Days for Installation * 8] * accomplishment qty)

· Days for Installation  (3 char) + 1 char,

(right justified)

(Use Days on Ship field)

· Accomplishing Activity (5 char) + 1 char,

(Note: First Tier Accomplishing Activity)

· Kit Availability (1 char) + 2 char,

(Show a value only if it is “Y”)

· Install/Accom Dates (17 char ) + 1 char

   (If Completion date then show Completion Month (2 char)+ ”/” + Completion Day (2char)+”/”+ Completion Year (2char) + 9 char

1.2.2.9 Unscheduled Accomplishment Quantities

The system will compare the applicability quantity to the sum of the accomplishment quantities for the qualifying accomplishments in the FTSC and Other AIT sections.  If the applicability quantity is greater than the sum the accomplishment quantities then the system will show the difference as an accomplishment in the appropriate section (FTSC or Othe r AIT).

1.3.2 Fitting Report on to Standard Size Paper

The system will fit the report on to either legal or letter paper size in landscape mode using Courier 8 point or 7 point fonts, respect ively.
