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1. UC21 Delete an Alteration  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the deletion of an alteration from the system.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
The user filters and sorts Alteration information using a query.

See system use case “Filtering using Adhoc”
The user then selects the alteration and deletes it.

UC21.1 The system will automatically delete Applicability, Scheduling, Support Services, conjunctive alteration relationships, transition relationships, SAR, SID, ILS, NAVSEA Approval and Override information when the reference information is deleted.

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Related RMV Alteration Types

UC21.2 If a Crossdeck (XDK), Prototype (PRT), or Temporary (TMP) alteration is deleted then system will automatically delete the corresponding Removal (RMV) alteration. 

1.3 Pre-Conditions

1.3.1 Cannot be an Ordnance Alteration (OA) Type

UC21.3 The system will not allow OAs to be deleted. 

1.3.2 Cannot be a Transitioned Alteration

UC21.4 The system will not allow AAs or ECPs to be deleted if they have been transitioned to another alteration(s). 

1.3.3 No Scheduling or Kit Information

UC21.5 If an alteration has installations that are scheduled, complete or have associated kits, the system will not allow it to be deleted.   

1.3.4 Cannot be an RMV Alteration Type

UC21.6 The system will not allow Removal alterations (RMV) to be deleted without first deleting the corresponding Crossdeck (XDK), Prototype (PRT) or Temporary (TMP) alteration. 

1.3.5 AIPS User cannot delete FMPMIS or SPAWAR-owned Alterations

UC21.7 The system will not allow the user to delete an alteration with a source = "FMPMIS_ADD" or "SPAWAR_ADD". . 
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
