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1. UC22 Delete an Applicability  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case defines the requirements for the removing of applicability to an alteration or visit.   Applicability is maintained against US Navy vessels, Coast Guard cutters, US shore sites, and foreign ships.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
The user filters and sorts applicability information using a query.

See system use case “Filtering using Adhoc”
The user then may remove the associate ships and shore sites.

If deleting an applicability 

UC22.1 The system will allow the user to delete applicabilities by selecting a single ship/site, multiple sites, multiple ships (with or without regard of the class). 

See alternative ‘Removing a Completed Applicability for a Visit”

See alternative “Removing Status History Information”

See alternative “Deleting Last/All Applicability”

See alternative “Deleting an Applicability for Temporary Alteration Types”

UC22.2 If alteration applicability is deleted and the corresponding Alteration Status is “Active” and the Site Complete Flag is “Yes” for all the remaining applicabilities corresponding to the alteration, the system will automatically update the Alteration Status to “Complete”, and set the Alteration Status Date to the system date.  

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Removing a Completed Applicability for a Visit

UC22.3 The system will allow the deletion of a visit’s applicabilities without regard to its scheduling or completion information.  All corresponding information to the visit will be removed/unlinked.   

1.2.2.2 Removing Status History Information

UC22.4 When the user deletes an applicability then the system will remove all Status History information for the applicability.  

1.2.2.3 Removing the Last/All Applicabilities

UC22.5 The system must ensure that at least one applicability remains for every alteration/visit so if the user deletes all applicabilities, the system will prompt the user to delete the alteration/visit. 

UC22.6 OA alteration cannot be deleted so the system will not prompt the user to delete an OA alteration even after all applicabilites have been deleted. 

1.2.2.4 Removing Applicabilities to Temporary Alteration Types

UC22.7 If applicability for a XDK, TMP or PRT is deleted, the system will automatically delete the corresponding RMV applicability even if it contains a completion date or scheduling dates. 

See alternative “Recording NAVSEA Approval Status History”

1.3 Pre-Conditions

1.3.1 Cannot be RMV alteration

UC22.8 The system will not allow the user to delete an applicability for an RMV alteration 

1.3.2 Applicability for an Alteration Must not be In-Progress or Completed

UC22.9 An applicability for an alteration cannot be deleted if it is scheduled (having schedule dates), has a completed period or is completed applicability (site completion flag = Y). 
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
