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1. UC25 Maintain Accomplishing Activity  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the requirements associated with the adding or removing of accomplishing activities for an accomplishment/phase period.   The accomplishing activities are tracked at the period (accomplishment/phase) level. UC25.1 An Accomplishing Activities must be identified as either the First Tier (for the lead government activity) or Second Tier (for supporting government activities) or Support (for private contracting activities) for assignment to an applicability or its periods. 

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

UC25.2 Once the First Tier Accomplishing Activity has been initially assigned to an applicability the system only allow a user with access authority to add or remove accomplishing activity assignments from that time forward. 

See system use case “NDE Security”
The user filters and sorts alteration information using a query.

See system use case “Filtering using Adhoc”
If the user selects an alteration and then selects one or more applicabilities

UC25.3 The user may add an accomplishing activity assignment to one or more applicabilites for an alteration.  

See alternative “Locking Tier One Assignment”

See alternative “Locking Completed Period”

See alternative “Validate Accomplishing Activity”

See alternative “Verify Single Assignment”

See alternative “Assigning FTSC to an Applicability” 

See alternative “Adding Tier One Assignment”

If the user selects a specific applicability using some filter criteria.

If the user adds an accomplishing activity assignment to an applicability then 

UC25.4 The user may add an Accomplishing Activity assignment to one or more periods of an applicability. 

See alternative “Locking Completed Period”

See alternative “Validate Accomplishing Activity”

See alternative “Adding Tier One Assignment”

UC25.5 The system will initialize the TYCOM Override, TCD Waiver and SECNAV Waiver to blank when the First Tier accomplishing activity is initially assigned. 

See system use case “Maintain Status History”

UC25.6 The system will generate a project number for an applicability if FTSC Pacific is assigned as either the First Tier or Second Tier Accomplishing Activity. 

See alternative “Assigning Applicability Project Number”

If the user removes an accomplishing activity assignment from an applicability then 

UC25.7 If the user removes the First Tier Accomplishing Activity for an applicability then system will require the user to identify a new First Tier Accomplishing Activity before the removal is allowed. 

See alternative: “Scheduled Period on TYCOM Scheduling Message”

UC25.8 When a new First Tier Accomplishing Activity is identified for an applicability after the original was removed then the system will check to see it new First Tier Accomplishing Activity is also assigned as a Second Tier Accomplishing Activity.  If found then the system will automatically delete the Second Tier assignment.  

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Locking Tier One Assignment

UC25.9 If one or more periods of an applicability have been completed than the system will not allow the user to change the Tier One accomplishing activity. 

1.2.2.2 Locking Completed Period

UC25.10 The system will only allow accomplishing activity assignments for a period to be modified if the period has not been completed. 

1.2.2.3 Validate Accomplishing Activity

UC25.11 If the alteration/visit is scheduled for a Ship, the system will ensure that only those accomplishing activities flagged as First Tier /Second Tier approved can be assigned as either First Tier or Second Tier Accomplishing Activity Tier. 

1.2.2.4 Verify Single Assignment

UC25.12 The system will not allow the user to assign an Accomplishing Activity twice to the same applicability period.  

1.2.2.5 Adding Tier One Assignment

UC25.13 The First Tier Accomplishing Activity will remain First Tier for all periods associated to the applicability.  The remainder of the associated Accomplishing Activities may vary. 

UC25.14 There can be only one First Tier Accomplishing Activity assigned to an applicability at any one time. 

1.2.2.6 Assigning FTSC to an Applicability

UC25.15 The system will assign a project number to the applicability whenever an FTSC is identified as either the tier one and tier two accomplishing activity.  The system will use the following format to create the project number: XXX-ynnn-G.

XXX- a constant 3-digit number specific to the FTSC accomplishing activity

y - the last digit of the current fiscal year

nnn – a 3-character alphanumeric sequence assigned by the system specific to an accomplishing activity (sequence starts at 501) 

G – a constant character placed at the end of the number 

UC25.16 All FTSC project numbers for unaccomplished or deferred accomplishments will be re-calculated whenever the system moves into a new fiscal year. 

1.2.2.7 Scheduled Period on TYCOM Scheduling Message

UC25.17 If the accomplishment was included on a Final Letter or Message, and the First Tier Accomplishing Activity is changed, the system will display a message asking the user to inform all concerned parties.  

1.3 Special Requirements

1.3.1 Applicability Lacking Supporting “Job” Data

Prior to initiating any event from this use case the system should check the database to verify that “job” information is present.  If not then the system should add the information then execute the event. Since we cannot guarantee that the database is being loaded in accordance to our requirements we need to make checks like this in order to prevent data crashes. 

1.4 Pre-Conditions

1.4.1 Applicability cannot have been Completed

UC25.18 The system will not allow the user to add or remove Accomplishing Activity assignments for an applicability if the applicability has been completed (site completion flag = “Yes”). 
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
