Use Case Specification: Maintain Conjunctive Alteration

1. UC26 Maintain Conjunctive Alteration 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case contains the system requirements for adding, modifying and deleting the link between an alteration and its conjunctive alterations. 

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user filters and sorts alteration information using a query.

See system use case “Filtering using Adhoc”
The user then selects an alteration.

If adding a conjunctive alteration relationship the system will require the user to select an alteration type. 

 UC26.1 Visits cannot be linked as a conjunctive alteration. 

The system will display the key fields appropriate for that alteration type and then validate the values entered by the user.   The user must also specify a relationship type, which are “prior to”, “with” and “subsequent to”. 

UC26.2 The system will require the user to enter at least the alteration number when adding a conjunctive alteration. 

See system use case “Validate Alteration Key”

UC26.3 The system will check the conjunctive alteration identifier against existing alterations for a match.  If found the system will provide the capability to view its detail information. 

UC26.4 The system will allow the addition of conjunctive alteration references even if the conjunctive alteration is not listed in the system. 

UC26.5 An alteration can not be identified as a conjunctive alteration to itself. 

UC26.10 When a conjunctive alteration is added to one alteration the system will create a corresponding conjunctive alteration link to the other alteration with the inverse of the relationship type.   

For example if a conjunctive alteration with a "prior to" relationship type is established for one alteration then the related alteration would receive a conjunctive alteration to the first alteration with a relationship type of "subsequent to".

If modifying a conjunctive alteration relationship the system will require the user to select the conjunctive alteration.

UC26.6 The user may change the information on any key field for a conjunctive alteration relationship as well as the relationship type. But the conjunctive alteration type cannot be changed. 

UC26.11 If the user changes the relationship type for a conjunctive alteration the system will change the conjunctive alteration's relationship type to its inverse for the corresponding alteration.  

UC26.7 The system will not allow the conjunctive alteration number to be blanked out. 

If removing a conjunctive alteration relationship the system will present a list of existing conjunctive alterations and the user then selects the conjunctive alteration and removes it.

UC26.8 The system will not delete the alteration referenced by a conjunctive alteration reference when the primary alteration is deleted. 

UC26.12 When a conjunctive alteration is deleted from one alteration the system will delete the corresponding conjunctive alteration link in the other alteration. 

1.3 Special Requirements

1.3.1 Limiting Fields to Application Specific Values

USBL24 Display and/or validation for the following fields must limited to the allowed values identified for the application:

· Alteration Type,

· Alteration Status,

· Ship Class,  

1.4 Pre-Conditions

1.4.1 Cannot be a Visit

UC26.9 Visits do not have associated conjunctive alteration relationships. 
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
