Use Case Specification: Maintain NAVSEA Waiver

Version 1.0

1. UC28 Maintain NAVSEA Waiver  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case encompasses the recording of a NAVSEA waiver, and waiver extension letters for an alteration. UC28.1 The system will allow the user to record multiple sets of NAVSEA Waiver/Waiver Extensions against an alteration .

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
The user filters and sorts alteration information using a query.

See system use case “Filtering using Adhoc”
The user then selects an alteration 

If the user adds a waiver or waiver extension 

The system will require the user to identify the type of waiver to be added (waiver or waiver extension).

If a waiver extension type is selected then the user will take the following preliminary step.

UC28.2 The system will require the user to select a waiver or a waiver extension letter against the alteration(s) in which to link the new waiver extension.  The system will identify waiver extensions as a separate NAVSEA approval document, and will link these waivers based upon the chronological order of the projected certification status date.   

UC28.3 The user then enters the waiver document date, document serial number, waiver expiration date, reason required and technical justification.   

UC28.4 The waiver document date must be earlier than or the same as the current system date. 

UC28.5 If no document date is provided the system will default the value to the current system date 

The system will then check the applicabilites for the alteration to see if they qualify for a “waived” status.

See system use case “Apply Alteration Waived Status”

If the user modifies a NAVSEA waiver document 

UC28.6 The user cannot modify the document type or document serial number. 

If the waiver expiration date is changed on a waiver approval letter or waiver extension then 

UC28.7 The system will prompt the user to create a new waiver (or extension) when the waiver expiration date is changed. If user declines then the system will record the changed information. 

See system use case “Applying Alteration Waived Status”

 UC28.8 If a new waiver extension is created the system will pre-fill the information from the base waiver and allow the user to modified it. 

UC28.9 The document date must be earlier than or the same as the current system date. 

If the user selects the option to delete the system will allow the user to delete one or more waivers for an alteration.

UC28.10 The system will allow users to delete any or all NAVSEA approval document information. 

See system use case “Applying Alteration Waived Status”

1.3 Pre-Conditions

1.3.1 Can Not be an AA, SA or AER Alteration Type

 UC28.11 NAVSEA waivers do not apply to Ship Alteration (SA), Advance Alteration (AA), and Advanced Engineering Request alteration types. 

1.3.2 Can Not be a Visit

UC28.12 NAVSEA waivers do not apply to visits 

1.3.3 Alteration cannot have been Cancelled or Complete

UC28.13 The system will not allow the user to add, modify or delete NAVSEA Waiver information if the alteration has a status of either “Cancelled” or “Completed”. 
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
