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1. UC30 Maintain Period Information 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the entering of scheduling information for a visit, or an alteration for a ship before (and after) its confirmation in a TYCOM Quarterly Scheduling message.  Note: currently the scheduling of shore sites do not need to be captured in the system. 

 UC30.1 The installation of an alteration can be performed during one or more distinct periods.  These periods are referred to as either phases or accomplishments.   Each period has its own scheduling information such as a dates, quantity, and status.    Note: This use case does not cover the recording of the completion of an accomplishment/phase.  See system use case “Complete an Applicability”

UC30.2 The user will only be allowed to follow a single approach (either the accomplishment or the phase approach) for the installation of an alteration on a ship/site.  
Update access to the fields described below is subject to the privileges granted through the security module and the pre-conference phases that limit access to certain fields during a phase.  See Scheduling Conference
1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
When the user selects a specific applicability using some filter criteria.

See system use case “Filtering using Adhoc”
See alternative “Assigning Values to Multiple Applicabilities”

Note: UC30.3 The Kit availability flag and period quantity should not be displayed for Visits. 

If the user adds a period to an applicability then

See alternative “Capture NAVSEA Approval for an Alteration”

See alternative “Limit Display of Exception Process Message Information”

UC30.4 The system will allow the user to set an applicability’s phase indicate to “Yes” when identifying a phase period approach. 

UC30.5 If a new period is added and the phase indicator is “Yes” the system will identify the period as a phase period. The system will then set the new period’s quantity to the applicability quantity and set the preceding phase quantity to zero.  

See alternative “Locking the Installation Approach”

UC30.6 The system will require the user to enter either the Fiscal Year and Quarter, or the Start and End Dates for a period.  

See alternative ”Validate Period Dates”

See alternative “Check Waived Applicabilities” 

See alternative “Check Ship Schedule Impacts” 

See alternative “Change Status for Completed Removal Alteration”

UC30.7 The system will require the user to enter an accomplishment period quantity greater than zero if the applicability quantity is greater than one. 

See alternative “Validate Period Quantity” 

If the user modifies a period’s scheduling information for an applicability then 

UC30.8 The user has the ability to change a period’s dates, status and quantity (quantity does not apply to phases).  

Phase Indicator

UC30.9 If the user changes the phase indicator to “No” the system will set the period quantity to the applicability quantity..

FY or Start/End dates

If the user modifies period dates then 

UC30.10 The system will allow the user apply one period’s Fiscal Year and Quarter, and/or Start and End Dates to one or more other periods for the same applicability. 
See alternative ”Validate Period Dates”

See alternative “Check Waived Applicabilities” 

See alternative “Changing Confirmed Schedule Dates”
See alternative “Check Ship Schedule Impacts” 

See alternative “Reset SECNAV Waiver Flag” 

See alternative “Reset TYCOM Override Flag“

If the user deletes period dates then 

UC30.11 The system will allow all scheduling dates (Start/End or FYQtr) to be blanked out. 

See alternative “Check Waived Applicabilities” 

See alternative “Changing Confirmed Schedule Dates”
Period quantity

UC30.12 The system will not allow the user blank out an accomplishment period’s quantity and the new value must be greater than zero. 

See alternative “Validate Period Quantity” 

Period status
If the user changes the period’s status to “Accomplished” or “In Production” the system will require the user to enter completion information.

 See system use case “Complete an Accomplishment”
Period Remarks, Authorization Letter Confirmation status, Exception Process message and Kit availability

UC30.13 The system will allow the user to modify and delete the Period Remarks and the Exception Process message text and date for a period. 

See alternative “Limit Display of Exception Process Message Information”
UC30.14 The system will allow the user to change the Authorization Letter Confirmation status (if any) and the Kit availability flag. 

Note: UC30.15 The Kit availability flag should not be displayed for Visits .

If the user deletes a period for an applicability then 

UC30.16 The system will allow the user to delete an accomplishment or phase period from an applicability. 

See alternative “Check Waived Applicabilities”  

See system use case “Maintain Status History” 

UC30.17 If the user removes a phase period then the system will verify that the last phase in that string of phases (if any) has its phase quantity set to the applicability quantity. 

See alternative “Locking the Installation Approach”
UC30.18 If the last period for an applicability is deleted then the system will take the following steps:

· Remove all scheduling information

· Remove all TCD waiver, TYCOM Override and SECNAV Waiver information

· Reset the NAVSEA Approval to the default value for the alteration type

· Remove the assignment of Accomplishing Activities 

See system use case “Maintain Status History” 

Note: Visits do not have NAVSEA Approvals
1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Assigning Values to Multiple Applicabilities

UC30.19 The system will allow the user to assign an Accomplishing Activity to multiple applicabilites for an alteration. 

UC30.20 The system will allow the user apply the Fiscal Year and Quarter, or the Start and End Dates against multiple applicabilites if they have only one period (accomplishment/phase) identified. 

1.2.2.2 Validate Period Dates

UC30.21 The system will only allow scheduling dates to be applied to a period within the alteration’s Execution Window (current and next quarter) if the alteration has an alteration status code of “Active”.  

When Fiscal Year/ Quarter dates are entered

UC30.22 The system will not accept a period’s Fiscal Year and Quarter prior to the current FY/Q.   

When start/end dates are entered

UC30.23 The system will require that the period’s Start Date be greater than the current system date. 

UC30.24 If a user enters a period’s Start Date, the system will require the entry of a period’s End Date. 

UC30.25 The system will validate that Start Dates are less than or equal to End Dates 

UC30.26 The system will derive a period’s Fiscal Year and Quarter from the period’s start date.    

UC30.27 If a date for a schedule period falls within a TCD period, the system will display an unobtrusive, but noticeable visual indicator and set the TCD waiver flag to “No” if the TCD waiver flag is not already set to “Yes”. 

See alternative “Don’t Display Duplicate Warnings”

See system use case “TCD Waiver”
UC30.28 The system will display an unobtrusive, but noticeable visual indicator for any alteration or visit whose period’s start date falls within an INSURV or C5RA (CSRR) availability type start/end dates. 

See alternative “Don’t Display Duplicate Warnings”

UC30.29 The system will display an unobtrusive, but noticeable visual indicator for any alteration or visit whose period’s start date falls within an inaccessible timeframe. 

See alternative “Don’t Display Duplicate Warnings”

Note: “Accessible Timeframe” – any duration of time within an “accessible” availability where there is no overlap from an availability identified as inaccessible, INSURV, C5RA,TCD/POM, or CNO.

UC30.30 The system will check if an applicability’s scheduling dates fall within a CNO availability.  If true then the system will present the Authorization Confirmation Letter information.  

See system use case “Authorization Letter Confirmation”
UC30.31 The system will display an unobtrusive, but noticeable visual indicator for any alteration scheduling period which is within 5 yrs of a DECOM date for the ship and the alteration is not Personnel Safety related, and SECNAV Waiver information has not been entered.  

See system use case “SECNAV Waiver”
1.2.2.3 Don’t Display Duplicate Warnings

UC30.32 The system will not display both the inaccessibility warning message and TCD, INSURV or C5RA warning message for a single period. 

1.2.2.4 Default Period Values

UC30.33 The system will default an accomplishment’s or phase’s status code to Unaccomplished.  

1.2.2.5 Capture NAVSEA Approval for an Alteration

UC30.34 The system will capture the current state of the NAVSEA Approval for a scheduling period of an alteration when it is added. 

See system use case “Maintain Status History”

Note: NAVSEA Approval does not apply to Visits

1.2.2.6 Locking the Installation Approach

UC30.35 Once there is more than a single period for an applicability the system will not allow the user to change the approach (accomplishment or phase).  

1.2.2.7 Check Waived Applicabilities

UC30.36 When scheduling dates are added, change or removed the system will check to see if a NAVSEA Waiver applies. 

See system use case “Applying Alteration Waived Status”
1.2.2.8 Check Ship Schedule Impacts

UC30.37 If the user schedules an alteration outside any identified availability or within an availability which is identified as inaccessible, the system will provide a warning message 

1.2.2.9 Change Status for Completed Removal Alteration

UC30.38 If the user schedules a Temporary, Prototype or Crossdeck alteration and the corresponding Removal already is completed, the system will remove the period’s Start Date, End Date, Fiscal Year and Quarter and the Completion Date from the corresponding Removal. 

1.2.2.10 Validate Period Quantity

UC30.39 The system will not allow the sum of the period quantities to exceed the Confirmed Quantity for an applicability. 

1.2.2.11 Changing Confirmed Period’s Dates

UC30.40 If the period (accomplishment/phase) was included on a Final Letter or Message, and the period’s Start/End or FYQ is modified, the system will display a message asking the user to inform the TYCOM, Owner and Approver.  

1.2.2.12 Limit Display of Exception Process Message Information

UC30.41 The system will allow the user to enter the Exception Process Message text and date for Combat System alterations that did not go out on the TYCOM Scheduling Message.  

1.2.2.13 Reset SECNAV Waiver Flag

UC30.42 If the user changes a period’s scheduling dates such that the end date is no longer in the 5yr period before a ship’s DECOM Date then the system will clear the SECNAV Waiver information for that acccomplishment/phase. 

UC30.43 The system will record changes to the SECNAV information to a history file. 

See system use case “Maintain Status History” 

1.2.2.14 Reset TYCOM Override Flag

UC30.44 If the user changes a period’s a start date such that the start date is no longer scheduled in the same FYQ then the system will reset the TYCOM Override for that acccomplishment/phase to blank and blank out the override date and a remark. 

See system use case “Maintain Status History” 

UC30.45 If the user deletes a period (accomplishment/phase) such that the earliest start date for the applicability is no longer scheduled in the same FYQ then the system will reset the TYCOM Override for that acccomplishment/phase to blank and blank out the override date and a remark. 

See system use case “Maintain Status History” 

1.3 Special Requirements

1.3.1 Defaulting the 1st Period Quantity

UC30.46 When the user adds the first period for an applicability it will set the period quantity equal to the confirmed quantity. 

1.3.2 Limiting Fields to Application Specific Values

USBL25 When displaying a summary view of applicabilities for visits the system will show a NAVSEA Approval of "Not Applicable".   

1.4 Pre-Conditions

1.4.1 Alteration Cannot Have “Cancelled” Status

UC30.47 No scheduling information can be present for an alteration that has an alteration status of “cancelled”. 

1.4.2 Applicability in Conference Phase

UC30.48 The system will not allow an accomplishment information to be modified except by a conference user if the accomplishment is identified as being in the Scheduling Conference Phase. 

See system use case “NDE Security”
See system use case “Set Scheduling Conference Phase”

Note: scheduling information is defined as FY or Start/End dates, period quantity, status, remarks, Authorization Letter Confirmation status, Exception Process message and kit availability.

1.4.3 Modification Restrictions for Completed Periods

UC30.49 The system will not allow the following schedule information to be modified if the period has been completed: 

· period status,

· period quantity,

· period start/end dates,

· period FY/Qtr date,

· Authorization Letter Confirmation Status and Remarks,

· and the Kit availability flag, 

1.4.4 Assigned Tier One Accomplishing Activity

UC30.50 The system will require the user to assign the 1st Tier Accomplishing Activity to the applicability before scheduling information can be entered for the period.   

See system use case “Maintain Accomplishing Activity” 
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
