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1. UC33 Maintain Ship Group Schedule 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the requirements for adding, modifying and removing of Task Forces and operational Ship Groups (along with their associated ships).

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system and selects the option to maintain Ship Groups.

Battle Force

The system presents the user with a current list of Battle Forces.

If the user selects the option to add a Battle Force
UC33.1 When the user adds a new Battle Force the system will require the user to select an active or under construction U.S. Aircraft Carrier and then select an active or under construction U.S. amphibious ship (LHA or LHD).  The system will then require that the user to enter the operational fiscal year to the Battle Force, and the Ocean to which it applies..

UC33.2 The system will allow the user to select existing Battle Groups and ARGs (along with their associated ships) to use as a template when creating a new Battle Force.

UC33.3 The user can assign the TCD, planned deployment start and end dates to the Battle Force.

UC33.4 The system will concatenate the carrier name, the amphibious ship name and the operational fiscal year (in that order) to create the Battle Force name. 

UC33.5 The system will create a Battle Group (BG) named after the Carrier identified in a newly added Battle Force. The system will use the operational fiscal year, TCD, planned deployment start/end dates and Ocean from the Battle Force for the newly created BG and then assign the Carrier as a member of the Battle Group. 

UC33.6 The system will create an Amphibious Ready Group (ARG) named after the amphibious ship identified in a newly added Battle Force. The system will use the operational fiscal year, TCD, planned deployment start/end dates and Ocean from the Battle Force for the newly created ARG and then assign the amphibious ship as a member of the ARG. 

If the user selects the option to modify a Battle Force

UC33.7 If the user changes the operational fiscal year for a Battle Force.  The system will validate the TCD, planned deployment start/end dates against the new fiscal year.  If the user had not entered valid TCD and planned deployment start/end dates then the system will prompt the user change them or clear them.

UC33.8 The system will allow the user to modify the Battle Force's TCD, planned deployment start and end dates.  The system will not allow the user to change the Ocean field.

UC33.9 When the user changes the Battle Force's TCD, planned deployment start and/or end dates the system will give the user the option to apply changes to one or more of the Ship Groups associated to it.  For those Ship Groups whose TCD don't match the Battle Force's TCD the system will provide a visual indicator.

UC33.10 Other then the primary Battle Group (BG) and Amphibious Ready Group (ARG) for a Battle Force (BF) the user can add independent Ship Groups (not linked to another BF) to a Battle Force.

UC33.11 Other then the primary Battle Group (BG) and Amphibious Ready Group (ARG) for a Battle Force, the user can remove a Ship Group from a Battle Force.  The system will allow the user to delete the Ship Group completely, or retain the Ship Group independent of the Battle Force.  

If the user selects the option to delete a Battle Force
UC33.12 When user deletes a Battle Force the system will delete all associate Ship Groups (BG, ARG, MEF,…) along with removing all of the members for those Ship Groups.

Ship Group

The system presents the user with the current list of Ship Groups.

If the user selects the option to add a Ship Group 

UC33.13 When adding a new operational Ship Group the system will require the user to enter the name of the new operational group, Ocean and its operational fiscal year.

UC33.14 The user can add one or more ships to a Ship Group

UC33.15 The user can enter the TCD, planned deployment start and end dates, actual start and return date and the assignment to Battle Force for a new Ship Group.

If the user selects the option to modify a Ship Group 

UC33.16 The system will allow the user to add or remove a Ship Group from a Battle Force, and/or modify the Ship Group's planned deployment start and end dates.  The user can also change the Ship Group's TCD, and add or remove assigned ships.

UC33.17 The system will adjust the TCD waiver timeframe for all Ship Group members if the TCD for the Ship Group is changed.   If the TCD is cleared then the system will remove all TCD waiver timeframes from the associated ships in the Ship Group

If the user selects the option to delete a Ship Group 

UC33.18 When the user deletes a Ship Group the system will also remove all ships currently assigned to it.

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Assigning Lead Ship

UC33.19 The system require the user to identify an U.S carrier (Ship Class of CV or CVN) or a U.S. amphibious ship (Ship Class of LHA or LHP) as the lead ship for a new Battle Group or Amphibious Ready Group, respectively.

1.2.2.2 Add Ship to Ship Group

UC33.20 When adding a ship to a Ship Group the system presents a list ships and the user selects one or more of the ships and adds them to the Ship Group.

UC33.21 The system will create a Ship Group TCD waiver timeframe for each member of a Ship Group (if the TCD is present).

1.2.2.3 Remove Ship from a Ship Group

UC33.22 The system will allow the user to remove one or more ships currently assigned to a Ship Group.

UC33.23 The system will delete the associated Ship Group TCD waiver timeframe for each ship removed from a Ship Group.

1.2.2.4 Assign Ship Group to Battle Force

UC33.24 When an independent Ship Group is assigned to a Battle Force the system will update the Ship Group with the fiscal year of the Battle Force (if different).  The Ship Group will retain all its ship members. The system will give the user the option to apply the Battle Force's dates (TCD and planned deployment dates) or verify the Ship Group's current dates are valid.

1.2.2.5 Validate Ship Member

 UC33.25 The system will ensure that a ship is not a member of more than one Ship Group in any given FY. 

1.2.2.6 Validate Operational Fiscal Year

UC33.26 The system will only allow the user to enter an operation fiscal year equal to or greater than the current fiscal year for a Battle Force or Ship Group.  

1.2.2.7 Validate the TCD

UC33.27 The system will verify that the TCD for a Battle Force or Ship Group that is equal to or greater than the current date, earlier than or equal to the planned deployment start date (if present), and no later than the operational fiscal year. 

1.2.2.8 Validate Planned Deployment Start Date

UC33.28 The system will verify that the planned deployment start date for a Ship Group that is equal to or greater than the current date and is within the operational fiscal year for the Ship Group.   
1.2.2.9 Validating Planned Deployment End Date

UC33.29 The system will not allow the user to assign a planned deployment end date greater than the planned deployment start date for the Ship Group.  

1.2.2.10 Blocking Removal of Lead Ship

UC33.30 The system will not allow the user to remove the lead ship for a Battle Group (BG) or Amphibious Ready Group (ARG) as a member unless the Ship Group is being deleted. 

1.2.2.11 Blocking Removal of Battle Force Components

UC33.31 The system will not allow the user to remove the Battle Group (BG) or Amphibious Ready Group (ARG) used to create a Battle Force.

1.3.1 Limiting Fields to Application Specific Values

1.4 Pre-Conditions

1.4.1 Ship Group/Subgroup must be for Current or Future Groups

UC33.32 The system will only allow the Battle Force or Ship Group information to be modified for the current or future fiscal years. 
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
