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1. UC34 Maintain Ship Information  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the requirements for adding, modifying and removing ship detail information from the system.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
The user has the option to add, modify or remove a ship.

If adding information about a new Ship then

UC34.1 The system will require the user to enter the following information when adding a new ship: UIC, Service Designation Identifier, Ship Name, Country, Site Status, Ship Class Type and Hull identifier. 

UC34.2 The user will default the Service Designation identifier of "Shore" if they are adding a ship. 

UC34.3 The system will also allow the user to enter the following information for a ship: Service Code, Command TYCOM, mailing address information, Parent Command, Fax, DSN and Commercial phone numbers, email address, original UIC (for reclassified ships), Unit Type, Ocean, Fleet, Homeport, Squadron, Ship Class, Ship Delivery Date, Commissioning Date, Decommissioning Date, Decommissioning flag, and MARAD (Maritime Administration) Ship Class. 

See alternative “Adding/Changing Decommissioning Date”

If modifying Ship information then

The user filters and sorts ship information using a query.

See system use case “Filtering using Adhoc”
The user can then modify ship detail information

See alternative “Adding/Changing Decommissioning Date”

If the user changes the Service designation from "Ship" to "Shore" or "Contractor" then the system will remove all ship related information from the database.

The system will not allow the user to change the activity status to a value not related 

The user will have the option to view related alterations and 3M maintenance jobs for a ship/site. 

If removing a ship then

When a ship is removed the system will set the obsolete flag to "1". 

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Adding/Changing the Decommissioning Date

UC34.4 If the DECOM date is added or modified the system will clear the SECNAV waiver information for all scheduling periods that meet the following criteria:

· It is an alteration and applicable to the ship

· The scheduling period must have an FY/Q dates less than the DECOM date's calculated FY/Q  or the scheduled end date is less than the DECOM date.

· And there is information present in the SECNAV waiver fields 

UC34.5 The system will record changes to the SECNAV information to a history file.

1.3 Special Requirements
