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1. UC35 Maintain Ship Schedule 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the system requirements for the adding, modifying and deletion of ship-level schedule periods and the information associated to them.  Note: This does not apply to shore sites.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
The user may filter the list of ship schedules using a filter/sort criteria.

See system use case “Adhoc Filtering”
The user has the ability to add, modify or delete a ship schedule period.  

If the user selects the option to add a ship schedule period
UC35.1 The system will provided the user with a list of ships based on some user defined filter criteria where the user may select one or more ships in which to add a ship schedule period. 

See alternative “Filter Fields for Ships”

Note: UC35.2 The user will have the option jump out of the add process in order to view the current schedule for a ship. 

UC35.3 The system will require the user to enter the ship schedule type and the ship schedule start and end dates.  The ship schedule period location is an optional entry.

See alternative “Validating Ship Schedule Type Dates”

See alternative “Mandatory Field for IMAV and CNO Availability Types”

UC35.4 The system will allow the user to add an unlimited number of IMAV and Inport schedule periods for a given ship.

If the user selects the option to modify an existing ship schedule

The system displays a list of ship schedules based on some user defined filter criteria and the user selects a ship schedule.

See alternative “Filter Fields for Ship Schedules” 

See alternative “Viewing Related Alterations/Visits”

The user can change the ship schedule type, the ship schedule start and end dates and the location (if applicable).

See alternative “Ship Level TCDs”

See alternative “Validating Ship Schedule Type-Dates”

If the user selects the option to delete an existing ship schedule 

The system displays a list of ship schedules based on some user defined filter criteria and the user selects a ship schedule and deletes it.

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Filter Fields for Ships

· Ship Hull Number

· Ship Name

· Ship Class

· Squadron

· Task Force or Battle Group

· TYCOM

· Ocean

· Homeport

· Country

· Site Status

1.2.2.2 Viewing Related Alterations/Visits

UC35.5 When the user views the details of a ship schedule the system will display two list of alterations/visits: Authorized and Unauthorized.  Authorized is defined as those alteration/visits on last quarter’s scheduling message or were on an exception message .

Authorized Alterations/Visits

UC35.6 The system will group and display all authorized scheduling periods for alterations/visits whose start and end dates are partially or fully encompassed the ship schedule’s time period.   

UC35.7 Any authorized alteration or visit lacking scheduling dates but contains a link to the availability (i.e. Ship Alterations) should be displayed for a ship schedule period.  

UC35.8 Then the system will group and display all authorized scheduling periods for alterations/visits whose FYQ partially or fully encompass the ship schedule’s time period. 

Unauthorized Alterations/Visits

UC35.9 The system will group and display all unauthorized scheduling periods for alterations/visits whose start/end dates are partially or fully encompassed by the ship schedule’s time period.  

UC35.10 Any unauthorized alteration or visit lacking scheduling dates but contains a link to the availability should also be displayed for the ship schedule period.  

UC35.11 Then the system will group and display all unauthorized scheduling periods for alterations/visits whose FYQ partially or fully encompass the ship schedule’s time period. 

Maintenance Jobs 

UC35.12 The system will group and display all maintenance jobs whose start/end dates are partially or fully encompassed by the ship schedule’s time period. 

1.2.2.3 Validating Ship Schedule Type-Dates

UC35.13 The system will require a scheduling period end date if a start date is entered. 

UC35.14 The Ship schedule period start date must be greater than the current date. 

UC35.15 The system will not allow the user to add a ship schedule to a ship if the dates for the proposed ship schedule period overlap the dates of an existing ship schedule period having the same ship schedule type and the same Location. 

UC35.16 The system will ensure that the proposed ship schedule period for a TCD, POM, CSRR Phase I, CSRR Phase II, CSRR Phase I/Target, and/or INSURV ship schedule type do not occur within one year of the same type for any given ship.

1.2.2.4 Mandatory Fields for IMAV and CNO Availability Types

UC35.17 If the Schedule Type is IMAV or CNO, the system will require a Location 

1.2.2.5 Ship Level TCD

UC35.18 For a ship level TCD, the system will allow the user to enter/update the TCD, and planned deployment start/end dates, The TCD will be a required entry for the user. 

UC35.19 The system will allow the user to associate an existing Battle Group (BG) or Amphibious Ready Group (ARG) to one or more ships.  The ship groups must have deployment dates greater than the current system date.  The system will display the TCD and deployment Start/End Dates for the selected ship group but the fields will be non-modifiable for the user.   

See alternative “Ship Group TCD”

Note: UC35.20 The location field does not apply to TCD. 

1.2.2.6 Ship Group TCD

UC35.21 The system will not allow the user to directly add, changed or remove a Ship Group TCD or its dates at the ship level.  The Ship Group TCD can only be directly added, changed or removed via the Ship Group option. The system will display the associated ship group name for a ship group TCD. . 

1.2.2.7 Re-adding a Ship Group TCD

UC35.22 When the user removes ship-level TCD where the TCD is greater than the current date, the system will check for any Ship Group’s to which the ship belongs that have a TCD date also greater than the current system date.  If there is no corresponding Ship Group TCD for the ship and no TCD (one year rule) conflict then the system will re-add the Ship Group TCD. 

See system Use Case “Maintain TCD Waiver Timeframe”

Note: This requirement covers the case where the user overrode a Ship Group TCD with a different ship-level TCD and then removed the overriding ship-level TCD.

1.3 Special Requirements

1.3.1 Limiting Fields to Application Specific Values 

USBL16 Copy of ...  Display and/or validation for the following fields must limited to the allowed values identified for the application:

· Site Status,

· Ship Class,

· Squadron,

· Homeport,

· Country Code,

· Availability Type  

USBL37 The system will allow the user to view the ship schedule in graphical format showing vessel, availability type and duration.   The display of the TCD waiver timeframe will be different style from the ship schedule periods since it is not a true ship schedule period but rather a timeframe overlapping both ship schedule periods and a deployment period. 

1.4 Pre-Conditions

1.4.1 Completed Availability After 30 Days

 UC35.23 The system will not allow a Ship Schedule period to be modified 30 days after its end date.   
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
