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1. UC37 Maintain Status History 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case describes the system requirement for the retaining historical information related to approval status changes for a scheduling period of an alteration.  The system automatically records any status change and captures who or what originated the change.  The history information is captured at the scheduling period level and remains intact until the scheduling period is deleted.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

UC37.1 The system will capture changes to the fields related to NAVSEA approval, SECNAV waiver, TCD waiver, Scheduling Period status, Authorization Letter Confirmation Status, TYCOM Approval and the Exception Process Message. In addition to capturing the new values the system will also capture the scheduling period identifier, the current system date, user name (if applicable), and the reason for the change.

UC37.2 The system will provide a Reason comment if an automated change occurred to the SECNAV waivers, TCD waivers, TYCOM approvals or NAVSEA approval fields as a result of a user action else where in the system.

UC37.3 The system will replicate changes to the NAVSEA Approval for each scheduling period.

UC37.4 The system will only delete Status History information when the scheduling period is deleted.

1.2.3 Blocking Replication to Completed Periods

1.3.1 Displaying User Detail Information

USBL12 The system will allow the user to see detail person information about the user how made the change (if applicable).  The user identifier will not be displayed. 

1.4 Pre-Conditions

1.4.1 Must be an Alteration

UC37.6 The system will only capture status history for scheduling periods associated to an alteration. 
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
