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1. UC39 Maintain TCD Timeframe  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the requirements associated to the adding, modifying or removing of a TCD for a ship.   Creation and assignment of a TCD waiver timeframe for a single ship or for many ships (i.e. Battle Group, ARG,..).  This use case also covers the setting of the TCD Waiver flag for alteration accomplishments whose scheduling dates fall within a TCD waiver timeframe.  Since only one TCD can exist for a ship within a one-year period the system must determine which type of TCD waiver timeframe to create: ship level or ship group level.  The overall priority for creating the TCD waiver timeframe is as follows:

1. Individual Ship TCD 
(See system use case “Maintain Ship Schedule”)

2. Ship Group TCD   
(See system use case “Maintain Ship Group”)

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

Ship Level

UC39.1 If adding a Technical Configuration Date (TCD) at the Ship level the system will create a new TCD waiver timeframe for the ship requiring the TCD to be present.  The user can also enter a planned deployment start and end dates.  

UC39.2 If the user enters the TCD but the planned deployment end date is null the system will default the TCD waiver timeframe to 13 months from the TCD.

UC39.3 When a TCD waiver timeframe is added the system will adjust TCD waiver flags of alteration accomplishments whose dates fall within the TCD and planned deployment end date (plus one month)

See alternative “Criteria for Removing non-applicable Alteration Accomplishments” 

UC39.4 If modifying TCD waiver timeframe dates at the Ship level the system will update the selected period with the new dates.

UC39.5 When a TCD waiver timeframe's TCD and/or planned deployment end date is changed then the system will set/clear TCD waiver flags of alteration accomplishments in/out of the TCD waiver timeframe.

See alternative “Criteria for Removing non-applicable Alteration Accomplishments”  
UC39.6 If removing a TCD waiver timeframe at the Ship level the system will check to see if the ship belongs to a Ship Group where the TCD waiver timeframe is within a one-year (future) from the current date.   The system will re-establish ship group level TCD waiver timeframe (if applicable) for the Ship Group.

UC39.7 When a ship-level TCD waiver timeframe is removed the system will clear TCD waiver flags for the associated alteration accomplishments.

Note: If a (future) Ship Group TCD waiver timeframe had been overridden when a ship-level TCD waiver timeframe was created, when the ship-level TCD  is removed the system will re-establish the Ship Group TCD waiver timeframe (if still applicable). 

When a Ship Group TCD waiver timeframe is added the system will set TCD waiver flags of alteration accomplishments scheduled in the TCD waiver timeframe.

Ship Group Level

UC39.8 If adding a new TCD waiver timeframe, or changing the TCD or planned deployment end date from an existing TCD waiver timeframe for a Ship Group then the system will verify that the TCD waiver timeframe does not overlap another TCD waiver timeframe.

UC39.9 When a TCD waiver timeframe is added or changed then the system will set/clear TCD waiver flags of alteration accomplishments in/out of the TCD waiver timeframe.

UC39.10 If removing a TCD waiver timeframe for Ship Group the system will delete it from the system and clear the TCD Waiver flags for all associated accomplishments.

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Criteria for Setting newly applicable Alteration Accomplishments

UC39.11 The following must be true before the system will set the TCD Waiver flag to “N” for an accomplishment: 

· It must be an alteration accomplishment,

· Alteration status must be “Active”,

· The accomplishment cannot be completed or in-progress,

· The TYCOM Override flag cannot be “No”,

· The TCD Waiver flag cannot be “Yes” or “No”, 

· Within the TCD waiver timeframe (TCD to planned deployment end date plus one month, or 13 months from TCD if end date is blank).

Note: An accomplishment's FY/Qtr must be fully encompassed by the TCD waiver timeframe

1.2.2.2 Criteria for Removing non-applicable Alteration Accomplishments

UC39.12 The following must be true before the system will blank out the TCD Waiver flag for an accomplishment:

· It must be an alteration schedule period,

· Alteration status must be “Active”,

· The accomplishment cannot be completed or in-progress,

· Outside the date range of any TCD waiver timeframe (TCD to planned deployment end date plus one month, or 13 months from TCD if end date is blank). 

Note: An accomplishment's FY/Qtr must be partially or fully outside of the TCD waiver timeframe.

1.2.2.3 Ship Group TCD Waiver Timeframe Calculation

UC39.13 For Ship Groups associated to a Battle Force the system will default the TCD waiver timeframe to 13 months from the TCD if no planned deployment end date is provided. 

UC39.14 When adding or modifying a TCD waiver timeframe (TCD and planned deployment end date) for a Ship Group the system will take the following steps:

· The system will calculate the TCD waiver timeframe from the TCD and the planned deployment end date.

If the planned deployment end date is missing from a ship group then the system will use 13 months from the TCD to calculate the TCD waiver timeframe.

· Verify that the new TCD waiver timeframe does not conflict with another TCD waiver timeframe for the ship.

1.2.2.4 Check the TCD One Year Rule

Ship Level TCD

UC39.15 The system will check that the proposed TCD so that it does not come within one-year of another TCD.  The system will not check for TCDs further back then the current date minus 30 days.  

If a Ship Group TCD waiver timeframe is the conflicting TCD then the users has the option to either override the Ship Group TCD (delete the Ship Group TCD, then add ship-level TCD) or cancel the action.  

If a ship-level TCD waiver timeframe is the conflicting TCD then the user has the option to update the conflicting TCD waiver timeframe or change the dates on the current timeframe. 

Ship Group

UC39.16 The system will check that the proposed TCD so that it does not come within one-year of another TCD.  The system will not check for TCDs further back then the current date minus 30 days. 

If a ship-level TCD waiver timeframe is the conflicting TCD then the system will not add the Ship Group TCD waiver timeframe. If the user was rescheduling the Ship Group TCD waiver timeframe then the system will delete Ship Group TCD in favor of the ship-level TCD waiver timeframe. 

If a Ship Group TCD waiver timeframe is the conflicting TCD then the system will not allow the adding of the new TCD waiver timeframe.  If the user was rescheduling the Ship Group TCD waiver timeframe then the system will delete current Ship Group TCD so that the new Ship Group TCD waiver timeframe can be added. 
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
