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1. UC40 Maintain TCD Waiver  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case addresses the system requirements needed to record a TCD Waiver for the installation of an alteration on a ship that is scheduled (or going to be scheduled) during a Target Configuration Date (TCD or TCD/POM) period.  UC40.1 :An applicability does not have to be scheduled during a TCD period in order for a TCD waiver to be recorded against it.  

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
The user then selects one or more accomplishments for an applicability and adds, modifies or removes a TCD Waiver.

See system use case “Adhoc Filtering”
If adding a TCD Waiver information then

UC40.2 If the user sets the TCD waiver flag to “Yes” the system will require the user to enter the TCD waiver document reference and the system will set the TCD Waiver date to the current date.  

See alternative “Set TYCOM Override”

If modifying TCD Waiver approval then

UC40.3 If the user changes the TCD waiver flag from “No” to “Yes” the system will require the user to enter the TCD waiver document reference and the system will set the TCD Waiver date to the current date 

See alternative “Set TYCOM Override”

UC40.4 If the user changes the TCD waiver flag from “Yes” to “No” the system will delete the TCD waiver document reference and the system will set the TCD Waiver date to the current date. 

If removing TCD Waiver information then

UC40.5 The user will not be allowed to blank out TCD Waiver information.. 

Note: when the TCD period for a ship changes and the accomplishment no longer falls in the TCD/POM period or when the TYCOM Override changes to “No” then the system will clear TCD waiver information for the accomplishment.

See system use case “Maintain Ship Schedule” 

See system use case “Maintain TYCOM Approval” 

UC40.6 The system will automatically produce an audit trail of each TCD waiver action . 

See system use case “Maintain Status History”

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Set TYCOM Override

UC40.7 If the TCD Waiver is set to “Yes”, the system will automatically set the TYCOM Override to “Yes” 

See use case “Maintain TYCOM Override”

1.3 Pre-Conditions

1.3.1 TCD Waivers don’t Apply to Visits

UC40.8 TCD Waivers only apply to alterations 

1.3.2 Alterations with “Active” Status

UC40.9 The system will only allow the entry of TCD Waiver information for active alterations. 

1.3.3 Completed Accomplishment

UC40.10 The system will not allow TCD waiver information to be added or modified for an accomplishment that has been completed. 

1.3.4 In-progress Accomplishment

If scheduling start and dates are present then

UC40.11 The system will only allow the user to modify the TCD Waiver flag if the accomplishment Start Date is greater than or equal to the current date. 

If only scheduling FY/Qtr dates are present then

UC40.12 The system will not allow the user to modify the TCD Waiver flag if the Accomplishment Fiscal Year/Quarter is less than the current Fiscal Year/Quarter. 

1.3.5 Accomplishment Disapproved by TYCOM

UC40.13 The system will not display TCD fields for a period scheduled in a TCD period if the period has a TYCOM Override of “No”. 

1.3.6 Accomplishment Schedule Dates within TCD/POM Period

UC40.14 If the accomplishment schedule dates fall within a TCD period then the system will display an unobtrusive, but noticeable visual indicator and required the user to enter the TCD Waiver information. 

1.3.7 Alteration must have Tier 1 Activity Assigned

UC40.15 The system will require the user to assign the First Tier Accomplishing Activity to the applicability before any TCD Waiver information can be added. 
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
