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1. UC47 Modify ILS Information  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the system requirements for modifying the ILS information for an alteration.  

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The system presents a list of alterations based on some filter criteria and the user then selects one.

See alternative “Filtering ILS”

If the user modifies the ILS requirement information for the alteration then

The user may change the date for an ILS Requirement Status.

See alternative "Validate Status Date"

See alternative “’Complete’ Status, Missing Date”

See alternative “’Not Complete’ Status, Missing Date” 

Note: UC47.1 A ILS requirement date will not be captured if the ILS Requirement Status value is "Not Required".  

UC47.2 If all ILS Requirements have a status of either "Not Required" or "Complete" and the user modifies any ILS Requirement Status to "Not Complete", the system will set the ILS requirement flag to “No” and set the NAVSEA Approval (s) to “Not Reviewed” for all applicabilities. 

See alternative “Locking NAVSEA Approval for a Completed Applicability”

See alternative "Ignoring Waived Applicabilities"  

See system use case “Maintain Status History”

UC47.3 The system will not allow ILS information to be deleted. 

See alternative " Blank ILS Requirement Status"

1.2.2 Alternative Flow 

1.2.2.1 Locking NAVSEA Approval for a Completed Applicability

UC47.4 The system cannot modify the NAVSEA Approval of a completed applicability (site completion flag = “Yes”). 

1.2.2.2 Ignoring Waived Applicabilities

UC47.5 If the ILS Met flag goes from "Yes" to "No" and the applicability's NAVSEA Approval is "Waived" the system will not change the NAVSEA Approval.  

1.2.2.3 Blank ILS Requirement Status

UC47.6 If the user attempts to record the ILS requirement information, and an ILS Requirement Status has a blank value then the system will require the user to enter a status and/or date before they can leave the screen. 

1.2.2.4 ’Not Complete’ Status, Missing Date

.UC47.7 If the user attempts to record the ILS requirement information, and an ILS Requirement Status value is “Not Complete” and without a (expected completion) date then system will require the user to either change the status or enter a date.  

See alternative "Validate Status Date"

1.2.2.5 ’Complete’ Status, Missing Date

UC47.8 If the user attempts to record the ILS requirement information, and an ILS Requirement Status is “Complete” without a (completion) date then the system will place the current date into the field and record the information. 

See alternative "Validate Status Date"

1.2.2.6 Validate Status Date

UC47.9 The date format for an ILS Requirement Status date is MM/YY.  

UC47.10 If a date is entered for an ILS Requirement Status with the value of "Not Complete" then the date must equal to or greater than the current month and year.  

UC47.11 If a date is entered for an ILS Requirement Status with the value of "Complete" then the date must be equal to or less than the current month and year.  

1.3 Pre-Conditions

1.3.1 Cannot be a Visit or Proposed Alteration (PA) Types

UC47.12 ILS requirements do not apply to visits or PA alteration types . 
1.3.2 ILS Applies Conditionally to AER

UC47.13 ILS requirements apply to ECPs if the user sets the ILS Requirement Met flag to "No". 

1.3.3 Alteration cannot have been Completed or Cancelled

UC47.14 The system will not allow ILS information to be modified if the alteration has the alteration status of either “Complete” or “Cancelled”. 
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
