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1. UC48 Modify NAVSEA Approval 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case starts when the Approver reviews the applicabilites of an alteration and determines if it is approved, disapproved or waived for installation on a ship/site.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
The user then selects one or more applicabilities based on some filter criteria and may modify the NAVSEA approval status.

UC48.1 If the user changes approval status to “Approved” and has scheduling dates (FY/Qtr or start/end dates) then the qualifying periods can go out on the quarterly scheduling message file unless the accomplishment status contains a TYCOM Override equal to “No”.  

See alternative “Alteration Lacking ILS Information”

See system use case “TYCOM Approval”

UC48.2 If the user changes approval status to “Disapproved” then the periods may NOT go out on the quarterly scheduling file unless there is a TYCOM Override equal to “Yes”. 

See system use case “TYCOM Approval”

UC48.3 The system will produce an audit trail of each NAVSEA Approval automatically changed, citing a reference to which requirement caused the change.  

See system use case “Maintain Status History”

UC48.4 The system will not allow NAVSEA Approval Information to be blanked out, changed to "Waived" or changed to "Not Reviewed" 

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Alteration Lacking ILS Information Special Requirements

UC48.5 The system will issue a warning message to the user, if the user attempts to approve an alteration and any of the ILS Requirements are Incomplete. 

1.3 Pre-Conditions

1.3.1 Must Not Be a Visit

UC48.6 NAVSEA approvals don’t apply to visits 

1.3.2 Applicability Cannot have been Completed

UC48.7 The system will not allow the user to modify the applicability’s NAVSEA Approval status once the it has been completed (Site Completion flag = “Yes”). 
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
