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1. UC45 Modify an Alteration  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case describes system requirements for modifying an alteration.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

If the user wants to modify an alteration the system will provide a list of alterations based on a filter criteria.  The user then selects the alteration and makes the desired change.

UC45.1 If Support Services required flag is changed to “No”, the system will automatically delete all associated Support Services, Qualifiers and values. 

UC45.2 The system will not allow a user to modify the Safety Indicator from “Yes” to “No” for an existing alteration. 

UC45.3 If the user changes an ECP’s ILS Requirement Met flag from Yes or No, to Not Required the system will retain any ILS requirement information entered but not allow the user to see it unless it is changed back to Yes or No. 

The user can also enter applicability, POC, Fleet remarks, conjunctive alterations and support service information.

· ILS Requirement Met

· Safety Indicator

· SAR Status

· SAR Status Date

· System Program

· System/Equipment Type

1.2.2.2 Modifying the Change, Revision or Increment Fields

UC45.4 When an Alteration Change, Revision or Increment fields are modified, the system will create a new alteration, copying all reference (detail, support services & ILS) and applicability (ships/ sites) information.  The system will retain the original alteration in its entirety.

1.2.2.3 Maintaining the Alteration Description Field 

UC45.5 The user can modify but not blank out the alteration description field if there is text present.  

1.2.2.4 Updating the Alteration Status

If the Alteration Status is modified to “Cancelled” the system will perform the following steps:

· UC45.6 When the Alteration Status is modified to “Cancelled” the system will delete all scheduling information, not already in progress, and their associated Accomplishing Activities

· UC45.7 When the Alteration Status is modified to “Cancelled” the system will reset the NAVSEA Approval to “Not Reviewed” for all applicabilities whose accomplishments are not currently in-progress or completed.

· UC45.13 When the Alteration Status is modified to “Tech Hold” the system will clear accomplishments with scheduling dates (or quarter dates) within the Execution Window (current and next quarters).

· UC45.14 When the Alteration Status is modified to “Tech Hold” the system will change the NAVSEA Approval to “Not Reviewed” for all applicabilities unless the sum of its accomplishment quantities is equal to the applicability quantity, and the one or more of the accomplishments are in-progress or completed,

· UC45.15 When the Alteration Status is modified to “Tech Hold” the system will block the alteration from going out on any Quarterly Scheduling Message file. 

· UC45.16 When the Alteration Status is modified to “Tech Hold” the system will reset the TYCOM Override to blank and blank out the related reference information fields

If the Certification Status is modified from “Under Prep” to “Certified” then

UC45.21 When the Certification Status is modified from “Under Prep” to “Certified” the system will require that the Certification Status Date be changed and the date must be less than or equal to the current system date. 

If the Certification Status is modified from “Certified” to “Under Prep”, the system will perform the following steps:

· UC45.22 When the Certification Status is modified from “Certified” to “Under Prep” the system will reset the NAVSEA Approval to “Not Reviewed” for all applicabilities unless the sum of its accomplishment quantities is equal to the applicability quantity, and the one or more of the accomplishments are in-progress or completed.

· UC45.23 When the Certification Status is modified from “Certified” to “Under Prep” the system will reset the TYCOM Override to blank and blank out the related reference information fields

1.2.2.6 Updating a Non-AIPS Owned Alteration

UC45.30 If an alteration has been updated by FMPMIS (source = FMPMIS UPD) or SPWAR (source=SPAWAR_UPD) the system will not allow the modification of the Alteration Brief and/or Alteration Description.  

1.2.2.7 In-progress or Completed Accomplishment Information Not Modifiable 

UC45.28 The scheduling dates, TCD Waiver, TYCOM Override and SECNAV Waiver information cannot be modified if the accomplishment’s Start Date is less than the current date or the FY/Qtr is less than the current FY/Qtr or a Completion Date is present. 

1.3 Special Requirements

1.3.1 Limiting Fields to Application Specific Values

USBL29 Copy of ...  Display and/or validation for the following fields must limited to the allowed values identified for the application:

· Alteration Type,

· Alteration Status,

· Ship Class, 

1.4 Pre-Conditions

1.4.1 Alteration cannot have been “Cancelled”

UC45.31 The system will not allow a user to modify the Alteration Status once it has been established as Cancelled. 

1.4.2 AIPS User cannot Update FMPMIS/SPAWAR Alteration Information

UC45.32 The system will not allow the user to update alteration level information if the source is equal to  "FMPMIS_ADD" or "SPAWAR_ADD". 
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
