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1. UC46 Modify an Applicability  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case defines the requirements for maintaining the applicability to an alteration or visit.   Applicability is maintained against US Navy vessels, Coast Guard cutters, US shore sites, and foreign ships.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
The system presents a list of applicabilities based on some filter criteria and the user selects one.

See alternative “Filtering Alterations/Visits“

See alternative “Filtering Shore Sites“

See alternative “Filtering Ships“

The user may modify the detail information of the applicability.

See system use case “Maintain NAVSEA Approval”

UC46.1 If the applicability quantity is modified, the system will reset the NAVSEA Approval to “Not Reviewed”. 

See system use case “Maintain Status History”

UC46.2 The system will not allow the user to manually change the NAVSEA Approval to "Waived" or "Not Reviewed".  The "Waived" value can only be assigned by the system via the NAVSEA Waiver module. 

Note: The applicability quantity should not be displayed for Visits and thus is not editable.

UC46.3 The system will not allow the user to blank out the applicability quantity.  

UC46.4 If the applicability quantity is reduced, and the sum of period quantities exceeds the revised quantity, the system will require the user to modify the period quantity for one or more of the uncompleted periods in order to reduce the overall quantity. 

UC46.5 If the applicability quantity is reduced and now equals the sum of period quantities, and the remaining periods are complete, the system will set the Site Completion flag to Yes. 

UC46.6 If the Applicability Quantity is increased and the Site Completion flag is Yes, the system will set the Site Completion flag to No. 

UC46.7 The system will not allow the user to blank out both the Days on Ship and the Estimated Manhours.
