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1. UC50 Obligate Kit  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case describes how a kit can be obligate to a ship/site without regard to in-storage or in-transit kit quantities. The Scheduling and Accomplishing Activities perform this use case to reflect the prioritization of accomplishments and kit availability.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

If the user want to obligate kits to a ship/site (applicability) then the user selects an alteration and from the kit alteration detail enters obligated kit quantity for the applicable ship/site.

The user then selects the “update” button to record the changes.

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Obligating Kits during Scheduling

The user also has the ability to change the obligated quantity for a ship/site from the “Scheduling Alteration” process.

1.2.2.2 Unscheduled Applicability

If the user attempts to assign an obligated quantity for an applicability that does not have a schedule date (or FY/Qtr) then the system will provide the user with an error message and not apply that (specific) update.
