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1. UC51 Online Scheduling Conference 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case identifies the data entry requirements for the scheduling and approving information of accomplishments.  The system displays the accomplishments in a format conducive to adding/updating scheduling and approval information in a quick and easy manner.  

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

The user then selects one or more ships (no sites) based on some filter criteria.

The user then selects a ship from the list and the system displays the its associated alteration and visit accomplishments.

The user can then make updates to the accomplishments presented.

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Filter Fields for Ships

The system will allow the user to filter/sort on the following fields:

· Site Status

· Ship Hull Number

· Ship Name

· Ship Class Type

· Squadron

· Battle Force/Battle Group

· TYCOM

· Ocean

· Homeport

1.2.2.2 Header Information Format

The header information for the Quarterly Scheduling Conference Report will contain the following information about the ship (by line): 

1. Ship, Battle Force, Operational Group (Op Group Name + YR + Op Group Type ), Homeport (next quarter)
2. Ship Name, Squadron (next quarter), DECOM Date (Found, if  within 2 yrs then mm/yy format, else “*”), 

3. Inspections [Ship Periods](current quarter + one, sort by date), Overhauls (>current date, < 2 yrs, sort by date), TYCOM (current quarter + one, sort by date), and TCD/POM (current quarter + one, sort by date).

1.2.2.4 Accomplishment Grouping Format

The system will sort each group by alteration identifier with a secondary sort by Accomplishment Schedule Dates.

The system will group and filter the alteration/visit information based on the following criteria:

FTSC

· “Active” alterations

· With Certification Status of “Certified” 

· Applicability  without NAVSEA Approval status of “Waived”

· Only accomplishments whose status is “Unaccomplished” 

· Only accomplishments which have no First Tier assignment or have a First Tier accomplishing activity of FTSC

Other AIT

See alternative “Unscheduled Accomplishment Quantities”

· “Active” alterations

· With Certification Status of “Certified” 

· Applicability  without NAVSEA Approval status of “Waived”

· Only accomplishments whose status is “Unaccomplished”

Visit

· Visits only

· Accomplishments status is “Unaccomplished”.

Waived

· “Active” alterations

· Applicabilities with the NAVSEA Approval of 'Waived'

· Accomplishments that have a status of “Proof-In”

Under Prep

· “Active” alterations 

· Certification Status of “Under Prep”

· applicabilities without a NAVSEA Approval status of “Waived”

Tech Hold

· “Tech Hold” alterations

Deferred

· “Active” alterations

· Applicabilities without the NAVSEA Approval of 'Waived' 

· Accomplishments that have a status of “Deferred”
Accomplished

· Alterations without a status of “Cancelled”

· Accomplishments with a completion date between the current date and 3 months.

1.2.2.5 Alteration/Visit Accomplishment Format

Alteration/visit information for a ship will be seen as a single line on a summary list.  The information will be printed in the sequence and format identified below: 

· FTSC Code (4 char),

· System/Equipment Type (5 char),

· Brief  (30 char),

· Identifier (56 char),

· Safety Indicator (1 char),   

(Note: show a value only if it is “Y”)

· Quantity to be Installed (2 char),

(Note: Accomplishment Quantity)

· Total Man-hours (5 char),

· Days for Installation  (3 char),

(Note: Days on Ship)

· Accomplishing Activity (5 char),

(Note: First Tier Accomplishing Activity)

· Kit Availability (1 char),

· Accomplishment FY/Q: Fiscal Year (2 char) + 2 char + Quarter (1 char)

· Accomplishment Dates:  Start Month (2 char) + ”/” +  Start Day (2char) + ”/” + Start Year (2char) + ”-“ + End Month  (2 char)+ ”/” + End Day (2char)+”/”+ End Year (2char),

· Completion Date:  Completion Month (2 char)+ ”/” + Completion Day (2char)+”/”+ Completion Year (2char),

· SPM Approval [NAVSEA Approval]  (3 char),

(Note: if the Authorization Confirmation Letter status is “Yes” then display “/L” after approval code in the 3 char filler)

· TYCOM Override (1 char),

· Accomplishment Remarks 

(Note: truncated to 20 char)

· End-of-Installation Document Serial Number 

(Note: only shown in “Accomplished” group type)

· End-of-Installation Document Date: Month

(Note: only shown in “Accomplished” group type)

· Conjunctive Alteration (1 char)

(Note: show a value only if conjunctive alts are present, then show “Y”)

1.2.3 Saving As a Word File

The system will allow the user to save the query result of the online scheduling conference as a Word Document in a user-identified directory.

1.2.4 Updateable Fields and Validation

FTSC Technical Code 

– validated against FTSC Pacific or Atlantic Technical Code List

System/Equipment 

– validate against System/Equipment List

First Tier Accomplishing Activity 

– validate against UIC group list where Tier flag = “Yes”

Kit Availability -  “Y” or “N”

Accomplishment Schedule Dates

See system use case “Maintain Period Information” -> alternative “Validate Period Dates”

Note: ignore the display of warnings about inaccessible time periods (i.e. TCD/POM, CNO,…)

Accomplishment Remarks 

– No validation needed.
