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1. UC52 Receipt Kit Shipment  

1.1 Brief Description

The Planning, Scheduling and Accomplishing Activities perform this use case to record the receipt of a shipment containing one or kits.   The use case starts when a user selects the option to record the receipt of a kit shipment.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

This use case starts when the warehouse personnel notify the user that a shipment has arrived. The user then selects the “Receipt Shipment” button.

If the shipment is NOT in the system then see system use case “Add Shipment”

The system displays a summary list of “incoming” shipments.  The user can search, filter or sort on the shipment list in order to identify the applicable shipment.

See alternative “Shipment Filtering”

The user then confirms the quantities received against the shipped quantities and enters the warehouse location or warehousing activity prior clicking on the “Receipt” button.

See exception “Shipped Quantity Discrepancy”

1.3 Alternative Flow 

1.3.1 Shipment Filtering

The system will allow the user to filter the shipment list.  

The filter criteria for the shipment will be on the following fields: Shipping Activity name, Destination Activity name, city, state, country, UIC, activity status (for government or commercial activity), Alteration Number and System Program.

1.3.2 Shipped Quantity Discrepancy

If a discrepancy occurs between what is shipped and what is receipted then the system capture the difference an adjustment and allow the user to enter remarks.

1.4 Special Requirements 

1.4.1 Limiting Fields to Application Specific Values

1.4.2 Comparing Received to Request Quantities

Once the user confirms the receipt of the shipment then the system updates the shipment status to “receipt” and increments the warehouse’s on-hand quantity. 

The system also performs a calculation to determine if the shipment completely covers request item quantities matching the alteration identifier, Shipper and Destination.  If one or more request items qualify then the system deleted the request items (in time sequence order) from the system and flags the shipment so it will not be used in any future calculations.  If the shipment quantity was larger then the delete request item quantities then the system will keep track of the “remaining” shipment quantity for inclusion into future calculations.

On-order Quantity = Requested Qty - (Shipped Qty + Remaining Shipped Qty)

(Specific for each Alteration–Shipper-Destination combination)
