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1. UC60 Set Scheduling Conference Phase 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case starts when the Scheduling Conference user sets the system access to “Conference Phase”.  The use case ends when the Scheduling Conference user changes the system back to "Normal" operational access.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system and selects the Set Conference Phases option for NDE-NM.

See system use case “NDE Security”

“Conference” Phase

UC60.1 The Scheduling Conference user changes the system access from “Normal Access” to “Conference” phase and then identifies the ocean to which the phase applies.   

UC60.2 When the system is set to “Conference”, the system will set the scheduling conference candidate flag for those scheduling periods meeting the requirements to be in the scheduling conference.   

See alternative “Scheduling Conference Qualifying Criteria”

See alternative “Qualifying an Accomplishment as a Candidate during the Scheduling Conference”

 UC60.6 The ability to add, modify or delete scheduling and approval information for those scheduling periods are limited to few users with conference update access. 

This phase remains in affect while all the scheduling and approval changes identified during the conference are entered into the system.  The TYCOM then generates/downloads the “final” quarterly scheduling file and notifies the Schedule Conference user to set the Ocean back to "Normal" access.

Returning to Normal System Access

UC60.3 When Scheduling Conference user changes the system back to "Normal" access for the ocean, the system will clear the scheduling conference candidate flag on scheduling periods (for that ocean) and then records scheduling message file date into history for all the scheduling periods that qualified for the scheduling message file. 

See system use case “Maintain Status History”

Note: The scheduling message FY/Q fields were updated when the TYCOM Scheduling Message was created for all the qualifying scheduling period..  The updating of the Status History with the scheduling message FY/Q information does not occur until the system is set back to normal access.  See system use case "Create Quarterly Scheduling Message".

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Scheduling Conference Qualifying Criteria

UC60.4 In order for a scheduling period to appear in the scheduling conference it must have;

· the alteration cannot have a status of “Cancelled” or “Complete” (or Null for Visits),
· the applicability must be for Active Fleet or Active Coast Guard vessel,
· the ship must be identified for the same ocean as the scheduling conference ocean,
· the applicability must have a NAVSEA Approval of 'Waived' or 'Approved' without a TYCOM Override = “No”, or have the NAVSEA Approval of 'Disapproved' with a TYCOM Override = “Yes” (or Null for Visits),

· the scheduling period status must be either  'UNACCOMPLISHED' or 'PROOF IN', 

· the scheduling period’s start date must be in the next quarter,

· the scheduling period’s start and end dates must be outside any non-obsolete, CNO availability (for PAC messages only). 

1.2.2.2 Qualifying an Accomplishment as a Candidate during the Scheduling Conference

UC60.5 Changing or adding schedule information to an alteration or visit will not automatically qualify an accomplishment as a scheduling conference candidate.  A “Scheduling Conference” user must manually set the scheduling conference flag for the accomplishment before the system will display it as a candidate in the current scheduling conference.
