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1. UC61 Supercede an Alteration  

1.1 Brief Description

This use case covers the requirements for the transitioning/superceding an existing alteration (s) from one alteration type to another.

1.2 Flow of Events

1.2.1 Basic Flow 

The user logs into the system.

See system use case “NDE Security”
If the user wants to transition an alteration the system will require the user to select the type of alteration to transition: PA or ECP.   The system will then provide a list of the alteration for the selected type that have not been transitioned.

PA 

For transitioning PAs the system will require the user to select the PA alteration to transition.  The system the presents the user with a alteration detail screen for an SA where the user can modify key fields for the new SA.   The user then adds the new SA alteration.

UC61.1 A PA alteration type can be superceded/replaced only by a SA. When superceding an PA the system will overwrite the SA’s key fields and retaining the associated information (all applicability, scheduling, etc. moves to the SA).  The system will retain relationship between the superceded PA and its corresponding SA. The system will default the transition date for both alterations to the system. 

ECP

For transitioning ECPs the system will require the user to select the alteration type to which it will transition and then select the type of transitioning: one to one, one to many, or many to one.

One-to-One Supercession

If a one to one transition type is selected the system will present the user with an alteration detail screen for the alteration type selected where the user can modify key fields.  The user then adds the new alteration.
UC61.2 An ECP to be superceded/replaced only by an EC, FC or OA, overwriting the key fields and retaining the associated information (all applicability, scheduling, etc. moves to the EC, FC or OA).  The system will retain information on the relationship between the superceded ECP and its corresponding EC, FC, or OA.  The system will default the transition date for both alterations to the system date. 

Many-to-one Supercession

If a many to one transition type is selected the user must select two or more alteration to transition. The system will ask the user to select an alteration in which to use as a template for the new alteration.  The system then presents the user with an alteration detail screen for the alteration type selected where the user can modify key fields.  The user then adds the new alteration

UC61.3 The system will allow the user to select one or more ECPs to be superceded/replaced by an EC, FC or OA. The system will prompt the user to select which ECP to use as the primary source of the detail information as well as applicability and scheduling information.   

UC61.4 The system will allow the user to display the corresponding ECPs, for any EC, FC, or OA, which superceded the ECPs. Conversely, the user can review one of the transitioned ECPs and display the related EC, FC or OA. 

One-to-Many Supercession

If a one to many transition type the system will present the user with an alteration detail screen for the alteration type selected where the user can modify key fields.  The user then adds the new alteration. The system will cycle the user to the add new alteration detail screen until the user has added the desired number of alterations.

UC61.5 The system will allow the user to select one ECP to be superceded/replaced by an one or more ECs, FCs or OAs.. The system will only allow a single alteration type for the superceding alterations. 

UC61.6 The system will ensure that the transition date is less than or equal to the system date. 

1.2.2 Alternative Flows

1.2.2.1 Mandatory Description for OAs

UC61.8 The system will require the user to enter the alteration description for all new Ordnance Alteration (OA) types created by the transitioning of an ECP. 

1.3 Pre-Conditions

1.3.1 Cannot be a FMPMIS or SPAWAR Alteration

UC61.10 AIPS users do not have the authority to transition alteration with a source of  "FMPMIS-ADD" or "SPAWAR".  

1.3.2 Cannot be Alteration that has already been Transitioned

UC61.11 The system will not allow an alteration that has already been transitioned to be transitioned again .

1.3.3 Cancelled Alterations cannot be Transitioned

UC61.12 The system will not allow alterations that have been cancelled to be transitioned. 

1.4 Post-Conditions

1.4.1 Display of Corresponding Transitioned Alterations

UC61.13 The system will allow the user to display the corresponding ECP, for any of the ECs, FCs, or OAs, which superceded the ECP. Conversely, the user can review the ECP and display the transitioned to EC, FC or OA.  
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
